plete Identification of the Assassins—
Some Startling Evidence.

DusLiN, Feb, “10,—Michael Kavanagh,
the carman, has turned informer against the
prisoners charged with conspiring to murder
‘the officials. The court was crowded when
Joseph Brady, Timothy Kelly, James Carey
(town councillor), Carman Fitzharris, Law-
rence Hanlon, Joseph Mullett, James Mul.
lett, Edward O’Brien, Wm, Maloney,
Daniel Curley, Thos. Doyle, Daniel Delaney
and Fagan were placed in the dock to-day,
There was great excitement when Kavauagh
was placed in the witness seat. Kavanagh

_himself was apparently much excited,

Kavanagh deposed that he drove Brady,
Kelly, and two others whom he did not
koow, to Phwenix park the evening of the
asvassination of Lord Cavendish and M,
Burke. James Carey and Daniel Delaney
were on the seats at the side of the road in
the park, Delaney said they were watching
the chief secretary. On the 6th of May
last he (Kavanagh) was at the Royal 0Oak
public house in Park Gate street, and was
engaged by Brady and Kelly and a stranger,
[Brady here uttered a guttural threat,]
Kavanagh identified Delaney as another
of the men present. He drove fonr men
into.the park by the Island bridge gate to
the Pha'nix monument, along the main road
to the Gough monument, and there got
down. They ssid there was no sign of
¢ 8kin the goat,” meaning Fitzharrie, o car
msn,  Fitzharris shouted *“dow’t call
picknames.” Kavanagh then saw Fitz-
barris with a cab coming from the opposite
direetion, Four men alighted from the
cab.  The cab stayed a long way up the
road, with the horse’s head towards Dublin,

Soon afterwards he saw two gentlemen
spproaching and heard them cry. He saw
one genleman fall. He did not see the
other fall, but the four men whom he drove
to the park jumped on bis car and he drove
awsdy, He identified Fitzharris as the
driver of the cab, He deposed that he saw
Lord Cavendish and Mr, Burke spproach-
ing. Somebody among those he drove
the tall man was to be assassinated,
Kavsaagh said that subsequently he drove
by the chapel of 1z0d round town to Pal-
merston park,  Kelly alighted at the ter-
minus. Brady paid him one pound, He
also said after the men he drove to the park
bad alighted there, he put his nosebag on
the borse. While waiting, he heard a per-
son apeak to James Carey.  Delaney after-
wards instrncted Kavanagh to look sharp
and be ready to start. Upon this, he drove
nearer to the waiting group, which included
persons he did not know. Lord Cavendish
