Mr. Blaine Never Contemplatad Auny Re-
eiprocity That Did Not Mean Practi-
cally Commerecial Union-Impossible
to Negotiate a Treaty Upon the Basis
of Natural Products Alone—Hugh Jeohn
Macdonald's Views Upon the Manitoba
Separate Schonl Question.

Orrawa, March 7.—Hon. Mr. Foster
this afternoon laid on the table copies of
the minutes of the negotiations which took
place batween Mr. Blaine, Geu. Foster and
the Canadian delegates in February of last
year. The papers are very voluminous and
would makefiveor six columnsof The World.

Ther&oﬂ: interesting part is that which
covers the point which has been in contro-
versy between General Foster and Minister
of Finance Foster, as to whether the Cana-
dian delegates could have obtained recipro-
city on any other basis than discrimination
against Great Britain, and an assimilation
of the customs and excise tariffs of Canada
and the United States on the lines of the
latter.

A perusal of the following extract from
the minutes of Feb, 15, and especially the
Iast paragraph, will show that Mr. Foster
was dead right, and that Mr. Blaine never
contemplated any reciprosity which did rot
mean practieally commercial union:

“Mr. Foster said that, in view of Mr.
Blaine’s positive declaration of yesterday,
that it would be impossible to negotiate a
reciprocity treaty between the United
States and Canada upon the basis of natural
products alone, he would not further
press that question except to reiterste his
opinion that a treaty framed upon sucha
basis would not be disadvantageous to the
United States, bus would be found to result
quite as favorably to their ‘interests as to
those of Canada.

“As to Mr. Blaine’s declaration of yester-
day that the United States would not be
inclined to accept a treaty upon any other
basis than that of a free entry of both their
natural and manufactured groducm into
Canada, coupled with iscrimination
against all other countries, Mr. Foster
desired to state frankly and shortly the
difficulties which stood in the way of the
acceptance of such a basis by Canada.”

Obliged to Disvriminate.

In the first place, Canada would thereby
be obliged to give a preference to the
Ttiited States as against those of Great
Britain, with which country she .stood in
the close and valued relation ot a colony to
the Motherland. Aside from sentimental
considerations, it was well known that the
only material return which Great Britain
received for the privileges and protection
she gave us was the right to enter our mar-
kets on even terms with all other countries,
and any arrangement which denied that
right brought us face to face with 'consi-
derations of the most weighty and serious
character.

In ‘the second place, the question of
revenue was largely involved. Canada’s
revenue is derived trom customs, excise
and public works; very largely irom the
first. Under all arrangements upon the
basis indicated by Mr. Blaine, Canada
would lose at onee about $8,000,000 now
derived from the United States imports.
She would also stand to lose a considerable
proportion of present customs collections
upon importations from other countries,
which would be largely reduced by the un-
equal competition of free United States
goods with the more or less highly-taxed

' goods of other countries.

Mr. Blaine inquired if Canada had any
other mode of taxation,such as-income,land
or other direct tax.

Mr. Foster replied that the Federal
Government had not had recourse to any
of these forms of taxation, which were not
popular with the Canadian people, but had
relied entirely upon the Customs and Excise
for tax revenue.

Enguiry Inte Revenue.

In relation to internal revenue, Mr.
Blaine inquired as to what articles were in-
cluded under that hesd, and on being in-
formed that liquors and tobaccos were the
only articles included he remarked that
these duties would necessarily have to be
equalized between the two countries,where-
upon Mr. Foster observed that such wouid
be necessary, and that in doing this
unless the United States consented to raise
its rate impost Canada would lose a
very considerable portion of her present
excise revenue, inasmuch as her excise tax
upon spirituous liquors was $1.50 per gal-
lon, as compared with the United States
excise tax of $1.20 per gallon.

Upon malt or beer the Canadian tax was
sbout double that of the United States
impost, and upon tobaccos the Canadian
excise tax was 25 cents per pound, as com-
{;rcd with the tax of 6 and 8 cents in the

nited States.

Mr. Blaine agreed that under the
eonditions that would exist the manufac-
ture of spirits would naturally be transfer-
ped to corn-producing centres.

A Third Qnestion,
7 Mr., Foster went on to say that a third
question arose at this point, which was in
ite way uot less important than the two
already discussed, namely, granted that
diseriminavion ‘in favor of United States
manufactures in the Canadian market was
pecessary, how should the standard of dis-
erimination be fixed and what.should be its
degree? Would the Canadian tariff have
jo be raised to an equality of
shat of the United States tariff upon
vhese articles, or would the present Cana-
dian tariff be accepted as sufficient, or
would Canada be at liberty .to fix the rate
s and when she pleased, provided that the
principles of discrimination were always
maintained ? He took the 1tem ot woolens
wmd wool, and illustrated the above point
2y a comparison of tariffs on these in the
jwo countries.
A Vital Point,

Mr. Blaine said that this was a vital
yoint ; that under the existing tarifis on
wools and woolens in the two countries a
reciprocity such as he (Mr. Foster) contem-
slated would result in manifest disad-
rantage to the United States, whose policy
was one ‘of large protection on wools
w well as woolens. Unless such
joints Were guarded there would
¢ no security on the one hand trom smug-
gling along a border line of over 3000 miles
n length or on the other of maintaining the
present policy of the United States. This
yould, in his opinion, only be done by mak-
mg the tariff uniform for both countries and

Mr. Foster assumed that the trade of
Canada would be directed Jargely towards
the United States, as a discriminating tariff
upon goods from other countries would
practically prevent her from purchasing
therefrom manufactured goods of the kinds
made in the United States; that her younger
and smaller industries would be exposed to
a strong competition of older and well-es-
tablished industries in the United States,
with their accumulations of skill and im-
mense cagu,city for output; and that in the
matter of animal and agricultural products
she would only gain access to the market
which, in nearly all lines in these products,
was supplied to overflowing with like pro-
ducts raised in the United States.

Oanada Like One of the States.

Mer. Blaine intimated that Canada would

then be in much ‘the same position in trade

fand industrial matters as a state of the

union, one whick was non-manufacturing
and mainly an .agricultural state, as the
tendency of manufacturing ;was to go
farther and farther west and Bouth to the
newer centres of population.

Mr. Foster continned that he had thought
it well to lay thus frankly and briefly be-
fore Mr. Blaine the difficulties that met
Canada when asked to accept as a basis for
reciproeity an “interchayge of all manufac-
tured articles as well as natural products,
and he hoped that Mr: Blaine, who had had
alarge experience ih negotiating reciprocity
arrangements and who had studied the ob-
ject 8o thoroughly, might be prepared to
propose a modified basis for the considera-
tion of the Canadian delegation which
wou!d tend to diminish the revenue diffi-
culties and avoid the distarbance of Can-
ada’s present’ relations with the Mother
Country.

He pointed cut . the generous treatment
now accorded by Cafada to the United
States trade, and that at the present time,
although Canada collects upon all imported
goods dutiable and free a revenue of 20}
per cent., yet, upon all goods imported
from the United States, the percentage of
duty is only 145 per cent. The
free list given by the United States to
Canada last year amounted to only $11,-
600,000, while Canada gave the United
States a free list of nearly $24,000,000.

Unlimited Reciprocity.

Mr. Blaine,after mentioning that this, he
supposed, was largely due to geographical
distrbution, said he could easily understand
why Canada was reluctant to enter into a
treaty of unlimited reciprocity, but that ic
was clear to his mind that no other arrange-
ment. would suis the United States, and
that it must be aceompanied by
diserimination in favor of the United
States, especially against Great
Britain, . who was their great competitor,
and vhat'it must likewise be sccompanied
by the adoption of a uniform tariff for the
United States and Canada, equal to that of
the United States. He then remarked that
without absolutely any discussion on this
subject the delegation might proceed to
consider th€ other points which had been
mentioned.

Mr. Macdonald's Speech.

Probably the speech made last night
which has caused most talk to-day was the
shortest and the last in the debate, It was

delivered by Mr. Hugh John Macdonald of 4

Winnipeg at nearly 1 o'clock this morning,
and at that late hour got but slight atten-
tion from the reporters. R ;

It was a most significant speecl, how-
ever, and is regarded here as not only giv-
ing the opinion of Manitoba on the school
question, but also of a large number of that
important part of the House known as
“‘the back benches” for Ontario. The feel-
ing there, undoubtedly, is that the refer-
ence to the Supreme Court can do no great
barm, but that under no circumstances
whatever must the Dominion Parliament
interfere with Manitoba’s absolute comtrol
of the school system. Here is the official
report of the speech:

Mr. Macdonald (Winnipeg): Mr.Speaker,
at this late hour of the night it seems hard-
ly fitting that I shou'd rise to occupy the
time of the House; bat on a question which
affects my province so deeply as this one
does 1 feel it my duty to say a few words.
I have listened  with great atlention to
what has been said by my hon. friend
from L’Islet (Mr. Tarte) and I have
tried to follow him as closely as possible.
Unfortunately, my very imperfect know-
ledge ot the French language rendered the
early part of his speech rather unintelli-
gible to me, but I take it for granted that
when he spoke in English he gave the sub-
stance ot what he had already said in his
own language, and if that is the case I may
say that although I followed him as closely
as possible I didn’t hear a single argument
advanced which would justify me in voting
for his amendment.

1 say this deliberately, and notwithstand-
ing the fact that to a certain extent I sym-
pathize with my hon. friend. I sympathize
with him in his feeling of indignation at
the way in which the Roman Catholic in-
habitants of the province of Manitoba were
trested with regard to the separate schools.

Barbarous aad Bratal.

1 sympathize with him because I know
that whatever we may think as to the ad-
visability of maintaining the sys-
tem of separate 8chools or estab-
lishing & system of national schools
in Maniteba, the manner in which the
separate school system was abolished was
barbarous and brutal and buatchering. I
believe, as has been explaiued by my hon.
friend trom Provencher (Mr. Lariviere),
that the proceedings taken by the Local
Government of Manitoba to enforce and
carry out the School Act were such as to
give the impression that it was their inten-
tion to add insult to injury and to outrage
in every way in their power the feelings
of the Roman Catholic minority of the pro-
vince from which I come. Ialso sympa-
thize with my hon. friend in wishing that
the Government of Canada had seen fit to
deal with this question on their own re-
sponsibility, and not again to refer it to the
courts.

But here the sympathy between us cnds,
and when we come to the question of the
manner in which this important matter
ought to have been deais with
by the Government of Canada our
views are bound to be as wide as the
poles asunder. So, while he regrets that
(iovernment did not disallow or veto the
provincial legislation of 1890 or 1891, with-
in the year within which the power of dis-
allowance may be exercised, and while he
now says thav the (Government of Canada
should come to this House and ask for
remedial legislation which would have for
effect the removing of the injury
under which he believes the Roman
Catholic mirority of Manitoba to be
suffering, I consider that any iuter-
ference with provincial legislation by
the exercise of the power of disallowance
would be to usurp the right of the province
to which I belong; and so far am I from
wishing that anything in the shape of
remedial legislation should take place,
my wish is that the Government
declare openly to this House and
the country that the matter, having
been carried from the courts of Manitoba
to the Supreme Court of the Dominion and
from the Supreme Court of the Dominion
to the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council, the highest court of appeal to
which the British colonies can go, and that
court having decided that the Provincial
Legislature acted within its rights in pass-

ing the act in question, that judgment
should be considered final and binding and
this local school act upheld,

should Take a Firm Stund,

As I have already said, I agree with my
hon. friend in wis! that the Govern-
ment should take a firm stand in this mat-
ter and decide it without reference to the

my hon. friend the Firss Minister, the ver,
able speech which he has just delivered,
am almost afraid that the very fact of my
hon, friend from L’Islet and myself bein|
ready to jump to a hasty conclusion an
form an off-hand judgment on a matter
of this importance is simply a sign that
neither of us iscut out for a cabinet minister,
and I am not inclined to cavil at, much less
censure, the course of the Government in
taking every step they are allowed by our
constitution to determine what their legal
rights are, and also what -are the rights of
the minority under the British North
America Act and the Manitoba Act,
for this is a question which excites
interest not only in Manitoba but from one
end of Canada to the other—yes, from
Cape Breton to Vancouver—and it is more-
over a question particularly ecalculated to
stir the passions of which the human mind
is capable.

Let us view the situation for a moment
and you will find that it bears me out in
what I say. You sec on the onesidea
body of men in this House and : the
country whose views are very similar
to those expressed by the hon, member for
L'Istet (Mr. Tarte), who consider the
Manitoba School "Act an insult to their
church, an injury to their co-religionists in
the Province of Manitoba and a breach of
the agreement, expressed or implied, which
was entered mnto at the time provincial
rignts were given to Manitoba, and even of
the understanding under which the Prov-
ince of Quebec, then Lower Canada, enter-
ed into Confederavion.

These gentlemen naturally emough are
determined to leave no stome unturned
to have this injury redresséd, this insult
wiped out, by means of remedial legisiation
in this House, which shall in some way
render nuli and void this most objectionable
Act from their standpoint.

a the other hand, you see a body of men
in this House and a - vast number in the
country whoare opposed toanyinterferencein
provincial legislation, and who are as equally
determined as the hon. member for L’Islet
(Mr. Tarte) and his friends. These gentle-
men, although acting together, standin,
shoulder tosshoulder to resist any attac
upon this ‘Manitoba School Act, may be
very properly divided into two classes.

Division of Interest,

One is opposed to interlerence because
they behieve that this act, having been
decided by the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council to be intra vires of the
Provincial Begislature, cannot be interfered
with withouf a breach of the conmstitution
and a gross’ interference with provincial
rights. Another class care apparently
little whether provincial rights are inter-
ferred with or not, but they approve of the
system of national and are opposed to the
system of separate schools, and do not
desire to see the national schools now
established in Manitoba interfered with in
any way. ?

I may say there is perhaps a third class,
composed of men like myself, who are op-
sed to interference on both grounds, and
for myself I can only say that sostrongly do
I feel on this question that Iam ready to
oppose to the best of my lbilit&‘mﬁat-

do not know that there is very much
more for me tosay after the very able
speech from the head of the Government,
and which, I think, effectually disposed of
the claim of “the honorable member for
L'Islet (Mr. Tarte), that the Government is
attempting to shirk its responsibility to
the House and country by claiming toexer-
cise purely judicial functions.

Clear and Decided.

I think the First Minister’s explanation
on that point is clear and decided, and
there are few men in this House or country
who atter hearing or reading that speech
will not  understand pertectly the
the Government have taken and feel it is
one which is justified by the circumstances.
We know that the Government canunot
shirk the responsibility as adviser of His
Excellency the Governor-General, - which
they are bound to shoulder.

In this case, however, there is no at-
tempt to do anything of that kind. In
this case there are legal points to be tested,
Eoints as to what rights the Roman Catho-

ics of Manitoba have under the Mani-

toba Act and the ninety-third sec-
tion of the British North America Act.
It has to be decided whether, under the
Maniteba Act, there is a right of appeal to
the Governor-General in council from
remedial legislation. It has also to be di:
cided whetner Manitoba canin any way fike
advantage of the British North America
Act, or whether the provisions relating to
educational matters in the Manitoba Act,
cut that province from the olderact by
which the other provinces are governed.

In an Impartial Manner,

That is a question which has to be de-
cided, and I am certain, atter having heard
the First Minister, that no responsible man
can fail to feel, whatever his opinion may
be as to the right or wrong of the Mani-
toba School Act, that the Government have
acted in an impartial mapner in referring
this matter to the courts. I.am sorry that,
as I sympathize with my bon. friend from
L’Islet (Mr. Tarte) toa certain extent, I
cannot vote for his amendment. But,I do
not wish him to be much disappointed at
that.

I hope he will keep up his courage and
try again, and I can promise him now that
if it is desired that the Roman Catholic
winority in the Province of Manitoba have
the right to appeal to the Governor-in-
Council for remedial legislation,sand if the
Governor-in-Council decides to grant that
remedial legislation, if he, the hon. member
for 1.
