THE MANITOBA SCHOOL QUESTION.

The Manitoba school question is being|
sifted down to a few understandable pro-
positions. In the light of the speech of
the Premier/in the Senate on Monday
and of Mr. McCarthy and Mr. Costigan
in the Commons yesterday these propo-
sitions may be laid down:

1. That the Catholic minority of Mani-
toba were deprived of ceratin constitu-
tional rights in regard to e on.

2. That the Privy\Council/of Canada,

having passed the medial Order, is
also bound to pass pome kind of reme-
dial legislation for the benefit of this
minority in case Manitoba should herself
refuse to remedy their grievance.
° 8. That the Conservative party has no
desire to pass such legislation; would
much rather prefer that Manitoba offer-
ed of her own accord to make some re-
medy—any reasonable compromise, as
Mr. Costigan pointed out. The issue is
not whether Manitoba wants Separate
schools or not, but whether the Catholic
minority has been deprived of any rights,
and the courts say they have.

At this stage it looks as if Manitoba
will refuse to do anything, and that
after a reasonable time has been given
ber to consider the whole question, say
by the ion of 1896, Parliament might
be asked to pass a law which would
exempt Catholics from paying Public
school taxes in Manitoba. How Parlia-
ment could go much further no one sees:
Parliament, for instance, could not ad-
minister'a Separate school law in Mani-
toba if it passed ome.

It eeuld only at FThe most, as stated
above, exempt Catholics from Publie
school taxes. It could in this remedial
legislation and certainly would declare
that Manitoba had complete jurisdiction
over any Separate schools to regulate
them, to prescribe text books and ex-
aminations for teachers, etc. But even
to pass/this mild remedial legislation
will be 'a strain, in so far as the Pro-
vince of Ontario is concerned. As The
World said weeks ago, non-interference
is the wisest course.

THE PLANT PAID FOR IN THREE YEARS

The mere threat on the part of the
city to establish its own electric light-
ing plant had (ﬁib effect of bringing down
the price from $108 to $74, which
amounts to a saving of $34,000 a year
on one thousand lamps. The actual in-
stallation of a plant of our own will
prove even more beneficial to the city.
We pay yearly to the Gas Company about
six hundred thousand dollars, and pro-
bably' half that sum to the electric
light ,companies for power and light
supplied private individuals. 1f the es-
tablishment of a civic plant has the ef-
fect of compelling these companies to
reduce their rates by only ten per cent.
we can save yearly $90,000. That is a
low estimate to make of the saving
that will be effected. As soon as the
companies see the city possessed of the
facilities for furnishing light, at the law-
est possible cost, instead of securingz &
reduction of tem per cent., we would
more likely get the benefit
per cent. reduction. This is the great
argument in favor. of the city estab-
lishing its own plant. If we had the
means of dealing with the Gas Company,
thes same as we have of dealing with
the electric_ light companies, we would
soon see the former on its knees and
offering gas at 756 cents a thousand
feet. At most, the installation of a new
plant means the expenditure of $275,-
000. This sum is $25,000 in excess of
what the best . procurable plant need
cost. We say it is no exaggeration to
state that the saving that citizens would
effect by introducing competition would
in three years wipe out the whole cost
of the plant. Independent of this, how-
eyer, we will actually save anything
from $10,000 to $20,000 at the outset
if we operate our own plant, instead
of giving the contract to an indepen-
dent company. We can certainly make
our own light for $65 per
lamp, which, with a 1300-light system,
means a saving of $13,000 a year.
But it is altogether likely, in the course
of a year or two, we will be able
to produce a light for $50. In this esti-
mate there is, of course, included a sink-
ing fund that will entirely wipe out the
costs of the plant. Citizens should not
be led by Mayor Kennedy’s alleged warn-
ing. We will never have a better oppor-
tunity than the present for breaking up
the light monopoly that now has Toron-
to at its mercy. If we ever intend to
get rid of it, we must make a beginning
some time, and the sooner we make a
move the better. Mayor Kennedy is will-
ing to commit the city to a debt of $1,-
000,000 in—the construction of a trunk
sewer, which is five or ten years ahead
of our ability to pay for it, and the
same number of years ahead of our re-
quirements, On the other hand, he op-
poses a scheme that does not involive
one-quarter of the expenditure, and
that will not load us up with any debt,
but will be a source of profit from the
very day it is .installed. The Mayor’s
principal argument is based on a philan-
thropic consideration of ‘the company
that now holdg the contract. He claims
it would be wrong for the city to dis-
turb the vested rights which, he alleges,
that company enjoys in the lighting of
the city. The Toronto Electric Light
Company has expended a very small
capital in acquiring its present plant.
Such large profits have been made out
of the city’'s business that the company
has been enabled to set aside every year
almost enough to buy its own plant as
they went along, and at the same time
to pay the shareholdérs good dividends.
During the present year, for instance,
the company will clear. $40,000 from its
contract with the city alone. This is
the kind of a picnic they have had for the
past ten years, and to talk of interfer-
ing with vested rights is pure guif. To-
ronto is handicapped at the present time
by having as its chief executive officer
a gentleman who is so considerate of
the interests -of priv:;te individuals, as
against the general welfare of the citi-
zens as a whole,

THE VOTE ON CIVIC LIGHTING

.

COUNCIL FIX UPON SATURDAY, MAY
85, A8 THE DATE,

The Proposal to Comstruct a New Water-
main From the Intersection of Bath-
urst-College-streets to the Rosehill
Reservolr Carried—Island Leases—Fac~
tories on the Esplanade.

The City Council had a special meet-
ing at 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon to
consider the proposed bylaws for im-
proving the waterworks system, 'nlso:
the proposed bylaw for establishing an
electric lighting plant.

The Mayor presided. These members
were absent: Ald. Scott, Hallam,
Frankland.

Petitions against the submission. of
the civic lighting bylaw, were presented
by Ald. Bell, Crane, Bates and Sheppard.

Waterworks Bylaws

Ald, Lamb jntroduced the bylaw, for
$185,600 for a 86-inch main from the
intersection of Bathurst and College-
streets to the Rosehill reservoir.

Council went into committee with Ald.
J. J. Graham in the chair.

Ald: Davies said this large expenditure
should not be incurred in view of the
large amount the city had expended in
steam fire engines and other appliances
for fighting fires. He moved a motion
tof this effect. :

Ald. Lamb replied at length, and cited
the Engineer’s figures in justification of
the need of this 86-inch main. The pro-
vision of this main was to lessen the
risk of damage to some of the large
mains by excessive pressure and to pro-
vide for the steadily increasing water
consumption in the northern district of
the city, which the present 24-inch main
cannot meet efficiently. Ald. Davies’
.amendment was lost on_this division:
Yeas—Ald. Davies, Shaw, Jolliffe, Shep-
pard, Bates, Rowe, Blong—T7. Nays—Ald.
Lamb, Dunn, Allen, Saunders, R. H.
Graham, Scott, McMurrich, Oliver, Bell,
J. J. Graham, Burps, Hubbard, Crane,
Leslie—14.

Ald. Lamb’s motion was then put and
carried. ¢

The bylaws for $90,600 for other mains,
pranch pipes, etc., passed both commit-
tee and council unanimously.

The next bylaw for $75,000 for a new
6-foot steel intake pipe also passed
unanimously.

The Civic Lighting Bylaw. #

Ald. McMurrich moved for the issue
of debentures to the amount of $227,(}00
for establishing an. electric lighting
plant. '

The Mayor read a long speech against
the project. He denied that he was
the advocate of the Toronto Electric
Lighting Company ; but he felt that it
would be a grave mistake at this jumc-
ture to adopt such a policy. Hence he
sounded this note of warning. In the
present state of electrical science it
would be unwise for the city to invest
its money in such ‘an undertaking. :

His Worship said the ecity would be
better employed in providing a better
system of water, or the construction of
a trunk sewer. By submitting the civic
lighting bylaw the passage of the water-
works bylaws ‘would be jeopardized.

Severe on the Mayor.

Ald. Burns, with warmth, replied to
what he termed the Mayor’s fallacious
arguments. “It seems to me that the
Chief Magistrate of this city should be
the first person to submit to the peo-
ple the expenditure of such a large out-
lay.” The agitation of this question has
resulted in a wonderful saving to the
people already. The arguments of the
Mayor are childish in the extreme. Civic
lighting was no risky experiment. The
revenue to the city would far more than
repay the outlay. The Mayor could re-
ly on the figures of the City Engineer
for the expenditure of millions on
favorite tunnel scheme, but he threw
discredit on the Engineer's figures for
the instalment of an electric lighting
plant. ré

Ald. Davies was heartily in favor "of
a civic plant, and argued that the price
of gas to the people which would fol-
Jow should recommend it to the rate-

yers.

After more than an hour’s discussion
the bylaw passed both committee and
council unanimously.

Ald. Shaw and Lamb moved that the
voting take place on Saturday, May 25.
Renewal of Island Leases.

Ald Saunders presided yesterday at
the meeting of the committee on Island
leaseholds. It was decided that no re-
newals be made en bloc, but that all
leases shall be renewed to existing hold-
ers, no person to lease less than 50 feet
or more than 100 feet, unless it be shown
that additional land is necessary for
building, the plan of which must be ap-
proved. No sub-leasing of land will be
permitted. The following leases will at
once be renewed, on acquiescence with
the committee’s terms: Mrs. McMaster,
B. B. Osler, Mrs. C. A Phillips, Colonel
Sweny, W. H. Perran, Villiers Sankey,
Richard Dinnis, Mrs. Duggan. The Pro-
perty Committee subsequently adopted

this reports
Factories on the Esplanade.

The Property Committee yesterday sent
on to council the application of the Cob-
ban Manufacturing Company for lease of
a portion of the Esplanade front. This
site is on the north side of Lake-street,
between Bay-street and a proposed
street. The Assessment Commissioner
considered that $1036 per annum was a
fair value for a term of 21 years. This
would be at the rate of $3.560 per foot
per annum. Several of the members of
the committee objected to any factory
sites on the water-front at this spot,
preferring that it be laid out as a park.
Ald. Sheppard said the fairest plan, if
they were to have factories here, was
to offer the sites by auction.

Stonemasons’ Grievances.

A deputation from the stonemasons
complained that they were not being
given work on the Court House. The old
question of differences between the ma-
sons and cutters cropped up.

Chairman Dunn said that these dif-
ferences must be settled before they could
expect Architect Lennox to consider their
claim for work. A sub-committee was
appointed, consisting of Ald. Saunders;
Sheppard, Burns and Dunn to confer with
the architect on the matter of complaint.
The sum of $5600 was voted for levelling
the made ground in the Esplanade and
the erection of a light fence.
