In addition
it should be pre-eminently democratic,
co-operative and nonexclusive. The
nature of the organizations will depend
on the size of the community and the

be surveyed under the Dominion bureau
of geodetics surveys, and in so doing
he saved the city $75,000. Without that
aid the city would have had to under-
take the geodetic survey of its area,
at its own expense. The cost would not
have been less than $100,000. Ae it is,
London is paying only a $25,000 share
of the map's cost, at the rate of $5,000
a year.

In 1914, copies of letters written then
produced, citizens interested in
planning wrote Mr. Adams ask-
Ing that he assist them in their efforts
to design a city for the future. His help
was given, but a map of the city was
first asked. A map was sent him, as
bare as a map of a proposed Western
“metropolis,” but the senders wers in-
formed that something more definite
was needed. A map was then made by
the engineering department which serv-
ed for general statement of design, but
by which®no constructjon could be ef-
fected. The mieed then became apparent
of drawing up an accurate map.

COST TOO HIGH.

The city could not afford to pay $100,-
000 for such a map, but at that time
the Dominion Parliament initiated an
experiment in geodetic surveying of
cities. Some held that all cities should
be so surveyed, others maintained that
maps were a matter of municipal ar-
rangement.

A topographic map pro-
vides for this. The map to be made for
London by the geodetic survey of Can-
ada, shows on a large scale all the nat-
ural and artificial features of the city,
such as buildings, sldewalks, road lines,
fences, bundary lines, railroads,
streams, rivers, rapids, breakwaters,
raplds, marshes, hydrants, manholes,
catch basin, telegraph and electric
poles, fire alarm boxes and triangulation
stations. It also shows whether a
building is public, manufacturing, busi-
ness or residential, and whether it is
built of stone, brick, stuceo. wood, or
sheet iron.”
