ork in 1875, Its principle aim and object is
the formation of a nucleus of Universal Brother-
hood, without any distinctions whatever s
subsidinry objects are the study of ancient and
modern retigions, philosophies, and sciences,
and the demonstration of the importance of
such studv; and the investigation of the unex-
lained liaw: f natureand the psychical powers
atentin m n, .

Every member has the right to believe or
disbelieve in any rveligious system or philo-
sophy, and to declare such belief or disbelief
without affecting his standing as a member of
the Society, each being required 1o show that
tolerance for the opinions of others which he
expects for his own

.

The following proclamation has been adopted
by the Society:

*The Theosophical Society in America, by
its Delegates and Members in  Convention
assembled,does hereby proclaim fratei nal oody
will and kindly feeling towards all students
of Theosophy and members of Theosophical
Societies, wherever and however situated.

1t faurther proclaims and avers its hearty
sympathy and association with such persons
and organizations in all Theosophical matters,
except those of Government aind Administra-
tion, and invites their correspondence and
co-operation,

“To ull men and women of whatever Caste,
Creed, Race or Religious Belief, whose inten-
tions aim at the fostering of peace, gentleness
and unsclosh regatd one for another, and the
acquisition of such knowleduwe of Man and
Nature as shall tead to the cievation and
advancement ot the Human Race, it sends
most friendly greeung and freely proffers its
serviees.

It joans hands with _all Reiigions and Re-
ligious Bodies whose eifort is directed to the
puritication of men’s thoughts and the better-
ing of their ways, amd avows its harmony
therewith,

“To all Scientific Socicties and individual
searchers atter Wisdom, upon whatever plane
and by whatever righteous mewns pursued,
it is and wul be arateful for such discovery
and untoldment of ‘Pruth as shail
announce and confirm A Scientific Ba
Ethics

*And, lastly, itinvites to its membership all
those who, secking a higher life hereatter,
would fearn to know the Path to tread in this.”
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The Beaver Theosophical Society, the local
Toronto Branch, holds public meetings, as
announced in another column.
