CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Buying of lumber by dealers to re-
plenish broken stocks, and by consumers
for immediate requirements, has repre-
sented a considerable volume of tiade
during the past week. Busness i white
pine lumber bas progressed very satis-
factorily, and has strengthened the opin-
ion ihat the advent nf sprng weather will
bring about an active demand for lumber.
The quantity of dry stock unsold a, the
mills is being gradually lessened, while
no small proportion of the comng sea-
son's cut bas been contracted for. While
all grades are movng moderately, there
seems Io be a special call for ro and r2
inch boards, particularly for export. Di-
mensions suitable for bridge work
are also enquired for quite freely.
Hardwoods, although still quiet, are
showing signs of recovery, and it isi
anticipated that consumers will shortly be
compelled to enter the market. Nearly all;
thedryhardwoodlumberisin strong hands.
otherwise it would not have been possib le
to obtain the present market price.
This dots not apply to basswood, which
is 'ry scarce and growing stronger datly.

QUEDEC AND NEW nRUNSWICK.

AI:hough few changes have taken place,r
the prices o square and waney timber at t

Quebec are hardening. There has been an
advance in elm, which is now quoted at
45 to rocentsper cubic foot for 45 to S feeti
average. Spruce lumber of gond quality
is firm, with a moderate demand. On!
Boston rate of freight clapboards have
been sold at $31 for extra, $29 for clear,
and $26 for second clear. New Bruns-J
wick cedar sl.ingles arc becoming scarce,
and a few special lots have been sold a
high as $3 for extras. Avcrage quotations,
however, are about as follows : Extra,
52.90 tO 53.00 ; clear, 52.60 to $2.70 ;
second clear, 52.15 to $2.25 ; clear white,
52 ; extra 1:o. 1, $.S.. I

MANITOBA A) uITîSuI CO.UMIUA.

The retail lumber dealers of Winnipeg
have just adopted a new price list, which
shows a considerable reduction in prices.
Vhite and red pinc and spruce have un-

dergone a number of changes. The most
important stems are quoted in the ne,

A marked degree of strength character-
izes the United States lumber market,
and particularly the white pinc trade.
There are lesq than 4o,ooo,ooo feet of
lumber unsold at Duluth .nd Superior,
and mich more thin that amnournt uf the
coming season's cut has been contracted
for. The general conditions affectng
white pine are so favorable that a higher
range of praies is t-ilked of. Ail rtdes
seem to be in demand. A repot- from
Tonawanda states that poorer grades be.
tween and including box and dressing are
disposed of more readily than the better
grades, while at Albany good lumber is
showing the most strength. Uppers have
been advanced about threc dollars per
thousand. quotations nnw ranîing from
$53 to $70, fhe latter figure for 4 inch.
Selects and fine common arc about 52
higher, and i x Io and ta common $1
higher. Lath in theAlbany market has
also advanced to $3 for both pine and
spruce. In the Saginaw valley log run
lumber is held. al $16 to $21 and box at
$5. Spruice is strong as the result of
light stocks. In New York No. , is
quotedat $20to 5:.50 and Detter, and
merchantable ai $.5to i $:.

There is a slight improvement in the
hardwood market. Consuîmers are be-
ginning to replensh th:cr stocks, althotugh
there is still a dtsposition Io buy as
moderately as possible. It îs beleved
that the present season will witness a
very large demand for maple and oak
flooring and interior finish.
