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SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

ANY available Dominion Lands within the Raiiway Belt in
British Columbia, niay be homnesteaded by any person wlho is
the sole hcad of a fanily, or any niale over 18 ycars of age, to
the extent of one-quarier section of 160 acres, more or less,

Entry must be made personally at the local land office for
the district in which the land is situatc. Entry by proxy may,
however, be niade on certain conditions by the father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister of an intending homestender.

The homesteader is. rcquired to perfornm the conditions con-
nected therewith under one of the following plans:

(1) At least six months' residence upon and cultivation of the
land in each ycar for three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, ii the father is deceased), of
the honiesteader resides upon a farm in the vicinity of the land
entered for, the requirements as to residence may be satisfied
by such person resiling with the father or mothier.

(3) If the settler has his permanent residence upon farming
land owned by hin in the vicinity of his homestead, the require-
nients as to residence nay bc saitisfied by residence tpon the said
land.

Six months' notice in writing should be given to the Com-
nissioner of Dominion Lands at Ottawa of intention to apply
for patent.

CoAL.-Coal mining rights may be Icased for a period of
twenty-one ycars at an annual rentail of $1 per acre. Not more
than 2,560 acres shall be leased to one individual or company.
A royalty at the rate of fivc cents per ton shall be collected on
the merchantable coal mined.
