Faith cometh by hearing ; and what is fmth ¥ Conli-
dence in Christ. All who under the conviction of
auilt and helplessness, cast themselves on Christ, look.
ing tor his mercy unto eternal life, may confidently say
who laved wmoeand pave lmsell for me. Tho Good
Shepherd, gave his lifo for the sheep 3 their name. are
not published in the book of God, butytheir trusting in
Christ is & conclusive proof that they are His. Flesh
and bload ca:.not reveal the truth to the mind. Itisa
falso humility, the fruit of a lenal apirit, to say my sing
are g0 aggravaled that I cannot epeak confidently Is
Clrist an Almighty Saviour?  Does 1is blood remove
puilt of the dgepest dye? Can you not trust Ilim?
Then you ara an unbehever. Satan js changed into
an angel of light ; he endeavours to retain men in bon-
dage by tho vonwderation of their guilt. The gospel
aives to God's people the knowledge of salvation by the
remission of their sins; and in proportion to the meas,
uro of our faith in the perfection of Christ’s atonement
and the glory of the everlasting rightcousness which
tho Gospel raveals, shall we adorn the truth we pro-
fess. We love Iim Lecauss Ho first loved us. The
Apostic was anxious that believers should know that
they had cternal life. (1 Jobn +.13.) It is well tobo
watchful and circumspect. It is well to recollect, that
if wo sin that graco may abound, our dawnnation is
just. Itis well 1o remember that the full assuranco of
hope can only be maintamned by, walking closely with
God; and that by untenderness, we grieve the Holy
Spirit, and become proportionally blind, anc unable to
seo afar off ; forgetting that our sins are forniven us for
Ilis name’s sake.  But while, through the deceitfulness
and desperate wickedness of the heart, there is danger
of our being templed to sip that graco may abound,
thera iz also great danger of our falling into a tegal
spirit, and forgetting that we do not live ; that our help
is not in ourselves; but that Christ liveth in us. Wo
are utterly bankrupt, having in vs no qocd thing ; and
the air we breathe is not more cstential to the continu-
anco of our natural Jife, than the supply of the Spirit
received through faith isto the maintenance of tho
lift of God in the soul..-Let us then live out of
ourselves. ‘The more confidently we rely on Christ for
pardon, the moreshall we experience Ilis power in
sululning cur iniquities, healing our backslidings, and
premoting our sanetification. Iet us diligently use
cvery appointed meaus for our growth in grace and
in the knowledsa of our Jonl Jesus Christ. Let
us expeet much Srow Hun, and flee from sin in every
shape; Lut let not tho believer doubt his aceepiance in
the beloved. In doing so we turn away from Christ,
and return to the Jaw, which has only power to con-
demn the childrenof failen Adam. ‘The apostle takes
it for grunted that even the littls children whom he
addressed knew that their sins were forsiven them for
Ilis namo's sake. (1 Jobnii. 312) Men are very apt
to substitate faith [far its object s which is like looking
into water to catch the reflected image, in<fead of look-
ing directly at the object which wa wish to behold. —
Tho conzeguence of this substitution is, that when we
can persvade ourselves that we possess faith, we have
comfort, and when we losz this persuacion, we aro
troutded. No doubt faith is esseatial (o spiritual com-
fort, as well as to salvation; unbelievers shall be casg
into thelake of firo; and therefore wo are commanded
to exaounc ourselves whether wo Le in the faith.—
‘This duty is enforced. not only by direet precept—(2
Cor, 11i. 3)—but bya variety of paseages which deseribe
thio character of believers, who are all defivered from
the power of darkness, and translated into the king-
dom of God’s dear Son.  The truth effectually works
1 all who behieve 3 if we live in the Spirit, we shall
walk in the Spint, and prove by our conduct that we
bave been with Jesus.  But although thie righteous is
more exccllent than his neigbbour, although the spirit
which dwelleth in believers influences their conduct,
there is still in them £o much corruption, that comfort
ansing from our conformity to Christ canrot be abid-
wng—Tu be Concluded next veek.

religions, removes all such obstructions from our path,
and what a result minht tho world witness?

The conversion of China, the altezation in its sceint
and religious kife, would iave the most powerful cffect
on all the Eastern world in the way of obtaining agen-
cies and facilitios for carrying on the work now utter-
ly tevond our power. With Chrisianity radiating
from the centre of the land, supported on the East
and frem India, on the South, by England, and from
thoe North and West, by Russia, the work of centuries,
we may hope, would be done in years; and instead ot
the slow and jsolated concessions, tho delay ard pa-
tience, and the hopo deferred, that now attend the
feeblo missionary strugglo at the Five Port, we would
havé gacontrolling powoer and isflusnce tbat woald
bring multitudes to the knowledge of a true God_, and
gladden Christendom by the signs of vitality in ke
Christian religion, such as bave not been seen for cun-
turies.— Ecangelical Catholic.
