A considerable quamity of seed has yet 1o be vut in,
and-all the potatees are not yet planted. Flaxsesd
for sowing is in great demaud in all the country tawns,
and: very large quantities  were prodnced in’ Armagh,
Anghnacloy, and:Clones markets during the week.
When all has been sown it is.expected that.the breadth
of ground in flax will be considerable. The quantity
of potaloes set is very gieal,.but.those that are being
planted now will ran much greater sk of disease than
tf they had been ir the giound sooner.” ' The cereal
crops look well, considering ‘the drought, and a linle
rain will give them a wonderful impetus.”— Northers
