CELEBRATES THE FORTY-SECOND AN-
NIVERSARY OF HIS ELEVATION
TO THE EPISCOPACY.

HE RECEIVES MANY ADDRESSES OF
CONGRATULATION.

A PROTEST FROM THE ‘ENGLISH
SPEAKING CATHOLICS.

November the 23rd was a double feast
of thanksgiving among the Catholics of
the Archdiocese of St. Boniface, because
on that day they not only celebrated it
as a national day of thanksgiving, in
common with all the good citizens of
Canada, but they also in a special man-
ner celebrated the day as the torty-sec-
ond arniversary of the consecration of
the venerable Archbishop of St. Boni-
face.

The French ad-
dress was read by Joseph Desourdis, of
the Junior Philosophy vear. The English
address, read by Thomas (’Connor, of
the University course, was as follows :—

i To the Most Reverend Father in God, the
Lord Archbishop of St. Boniface.

My Lord Archbishop.

Our first teeiing in wishing you a ha-py
feast is one of joy at scelng your Grace
amongst as once again. Qur next im pulse
Ixto turn with gratitude to the Giver of all
good gifts, Who has restored your Gracoe to
comparative health.

For several years past your continued ili-
ness had prevented you from visiting the
students of this Collége., Those of us who
have been longest within these walls remem-
berwith loving regret the days when youar
Grace used to come frequently to entertatn
us with the story of your missions in the
Northwest. Happy, indeed, were those days.
No clouds of religious ostracism had as yet
settled over this rair land. We Catholics
then enjoyed ecqual rightsin the sacred cause
ol education. We were not, ag.we are now,
forced to pay for a system of schools in which
the very life and soill of true education is ai~
most utterly stamped out.

Inthis, the heavy cross of yonr Grace’s de-
clining vears, you have at least the comfort
of knowing that your flock are faithful to the

rinciple of Catholic education at aay cost.

orare we without hope of better times,
Wnenthe first f.eshness of a silly election
ery has had time to grow stale, thoughttul
men will, wetrust, realize the cowa dly un-
fairness with which we have bheen treated.

Mr. Adelard Grenier, as
Rinaldi, Flavy's obsequious villain
showed himself by turns tyrannical and
cringing with remarkably good facial
expression. Mr. Joseph Leclair, in the
character of a loyal soldier, Beppo, was
at his best in mHments of anger. The
part of the hoy captive, Robert de
Lusigny, wos neatly spoken by Master
Stanislas Bedard ; but there was not
enough feeling in bis voice and manner.
Taking it ali round, it was a most cred-

itable performance, full of interest and

pathos. i .

ARCHBISHOP TACHE.

The second part of the entertainment,
“A Clichy,” reflects most tavorably on
the vocal skill of Mr. Antoine Gingras
and Mr. Joseph Trudel. They bpth had
to indulge in singing gymnastics that
were as pleasing to the ear as they were
comically performed ; and the music is
of Adam’s best. Ducormier, an old
miser, represented admirably by Mr.
Adelard Grenier, has found means to
imprison for debt at Clichy one of two
counsins, 80 as to prevent him from meet-
ing his other cousin, whom Ducorruer
Jdmagines to ba in Spain.  According to
the terms of the will, if the two cousins
ever meet and become friends they div-
ide a large fortune ; if they never meet
the fortune goes to Ducormier.

They are both at
first worried bv each other’s noise, the
one declaiming aloud, the other piaying
the piano ; but suddenly Prosper notices
that the words of Hector’s poem would
swt his own opera, while Hector ob-
serves that Prosper’s music would snit
his o vn words. They become friends.
Ducormier discovers this, and tries to
separate them by offering to pay the
debts of each in turn and send bim off
on a long journey for art’s sake. But
they are now complementary to one
another, and therefore indispensable.
t last they find they are cousins, and
therefore joint-heirs. = Mr. Grenier’s by-
play was exquisite, though his singing
voice was not on a par with that of the
two principal performers. The large and
select audieuce was continually kept
laughing or applauding, and, when it
wasall over, nobody seemed willing to
g0 home until the b.md, striking up

A SHORT SKETCH oy HIS GRACE'S LIFE,

Archbishiop Tache belongs to one of
the oldest and most remuarkable familieg
of Canada : one that refers with just and
virtuous pride to its glorious ancestry,
among whom are ranked Louis Joliette,
the celebrated discoverer of the Mis.
sippi, Sieur Verrennes de la Varandrye,
the hardv explorer of the Red River,
Upper Missouri and Saskatqhewgn
country, while others are enshrined in
the annals of the land, for the eminent
services rendered in their respective
spheres. Jean Tache, the first of the
name in Canada, arrived in Quebec in
1743. He occupied several influential
positions under the French regime. He
commanded a large fortune but was
rained by the conquest which brought
English rule. The subject of our short
sketch was born at Riviere du’ Loup,
Quebec, on the 23rd of July, 1823, At
the tender age oftwo and one half years
he lost his father. Ifis mother, Mad-
ame Tache, with her young family re-
paired to Bouchervilie, to dwell with
her father, Myr. de la Broquerie, Mad-
ame Tache was a ldy endowed with
every Christian virtue and ali the qual+
ities of mind and heart that constituted
the model mother and the refined and
cultured lady. She took a special pride
in bringing up her sons to follow in the
paths of duty and honor trodden b
their illustrious forefathers. How bril-
liantly do the lessons of that Christian
mother survive in the person of her
voungest son. From the earliest years
he displayed nature’s richest ~gifts
crowned by a most passionate love ‘or
bis mother. Nor have years modified
that affection ; the mere mention of his
mother’s name strikes the tender chord
of feeling 1n a nature susceptivble of
nothing but generous and noble im-
pulses. At school and eollege Alex-
ander Tache was noted for his genial
character, uis amiable gayety and bis
bright intellect. Having completed his
classical and theological “studies, he en-
tered the novicia’e of the Oblate.

On the 24th of June 1845, the national
feast of French-Canadians, the young
Evangelist left his native country
and every thing dear on earth, for the
Great Northwest. He reached 8t. Bon-
iface on the 25th of August after a tire-
some journey of sixty-two days. On
the 12th of October following, he was
raised to the priesthood. Exactly five
years after his departure from his home
and on the Feast of 8t. Jean Baptiste he
was nominated coadjutor to Bishop
Provencher, with the right of suceession,
On the 22nd of September, 1871, Bishop
Tache was appointed Aruhbishop and
Metropolitan of the newly created ec-
ciesiastical province of S$t. Boniface,
His life and lavors are so entwined with
the historv and progress of this country
that it is impossible to separate them.
With regard to the Red River trouble a
great deal has been said and written
against Archbishop Taches Suffice to
say that those who would know the
part taken by Bishop Tache in the
troubles, should read his two pamphlsts
on the subject, published in 1874 ang
1875. The second pamphlet portrays
the painful feelings expressed by the
author at the way he was treated by the
aathorities after he had succeeded 1n
appeasing the dissatisfied people and in
bringing them to enter into nezotiations,
the result of which was satisfactory to
the government of Canada and the old
Settlers of Assiniboia. It is impossible
n reading those pages. not to be con-
Vinced that the prelate acted with the
utmost good faith and with the interests
of the country at heart.
