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BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Report of meeting held on the 12th April 1912, a.m.

Present: His Worship the Mayor, L. A. Lavallée, chair-
man, and all the members.

1 —Resolved: To ask the Chief Engineer why Glack-
meyer lane is closed and fenced if said lane is used by any
body and if there exist any gervitude of view or right of
way thereon.

9 —A delegation composed of Messrs. Hogg, represent-
ing the Guaranteed Pure Milk Co., and of Messrs. Par-
sons, of the School Buildings, . J. Silver, superintendent
of Schools and W. J. Messenger, director of Schools, the
three last named representing the Protestant Sehool Com-
missioners, appeared before the Board anent the applica-
tion made by the Guaranteed Pure Milk Co., for permis-
sion to erect a stable.

The School Commissioners stated that they were opposed
to the erection of a stable in the vieinity of Vietoria School.

At the suggestion of His Worship the Mayor, considera-
tion of the matter was deferred, the parties to confer in
the ‘meantime in order to come to an agreement.

3 —Submitted a communication from Messrs. Marchand
& Haskell, asking that borings be made immediately in
order to ascertain the nature of the ground upon which
the City Hall annex is to be erected.

Resolved: That instructions be given to the Chief En-
gineer to place himself at the disposal of Messrs. Marchand
& Haskell, for the boring of said grounds, the responsibility
and the supervision of said works to rest enitrely upon
qaid architects and the Chief Engineer to follow the in-
structions which are to be given to him by the said ar-
chitects.

Resolved: That said report be referred to the City Comp-
troller and Auditor for verification of the figures and re-
port.
