NIXON TO CANADA

Han. Robert L. Stanfield (Leader ai the Oppasitian): Mr.
Speaker, earlier the Prime Minister indicated that one of
the principal factors in his request for a meeting with
President Nixon at this time was the more desirable
timing. I should like to ask the Prime Minister whether
this is related to the proposed visit of President Nixon in
the spring. Does this mean that President Nixon's visit to
Canada will be cancelled or will it take place, and is the
Prime Minister's meeting in addition to that?

Right Han. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister): Mr. Speaker,
I may have misunderstood the question but I shaîl
attempt to answer what I heard. This is in addition to the
meeting which will take place in the spring. There is no
change of that plan.
