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The Honorable Mr. Vidal, from the Committee on Railways, Telegraphs and
Harbors, to whom was referred the Bill intituled: “ An Act to authorize the Grand
“ Trunk Railway Company of Canada to extend their traffic arrangement with the
“ North Shore Railway Company to fifty years from the date thereof,” reported that
they had gone through the said Bill, and had directed him to report the same to the
House without any amendment.

On motion of the Honorable Mr. Vidal, seconded by the Homorable Mr. Benson,,

Pursuant to the Order of the Day, the Bill intituled : “ An Act to amend *The

that House that the Senate have passed this Bill without any amendment.

‘“ to the powers of the Minister of Railways and Canals,” was read a third time.

Ordered, That the Clerk do go down to the House of- Commons, and acquaint
that House that the Senate have passed this Bill without any amendment.

The Order of the Day being read for the second reading of the Bill intituled :
