It was to be or­
ganized for the social, intellectual and spiritual better­
ment of tho Roman Catholic students of KcGlll, and its aim 
as set forth in its constitution, reads as follows:-

a) To act as a bond of union among its members

b) To foster the general interests of McGill 
University.

One of my Homan Catholic chaplains overseas is a loading 
spirit in the Club and I know him to be a most excellent 
soldier and gentleman.

In Montreal vre offer no objec­
tion to the formation of the Knights of Columbus Club 
nor to tho r.M.C.A. and we support these bodies accord­
ing to our donom1national preferences. I think I oan 
assure you that there is nothing sinister about the ITewman 
Club. There is one at the University of Toronto; another 
at Queens; and I know there are suoh oluTss at Tale, Colum­
bia, California, and possibly in many other universities 
of the United States.
