The Object of the Society

The Society advocates the election of members of par-
liament, municipal councils, and other elective bodies by the
method of multi-member constituencies and the Single
Transferable vote, whereby the electors may vote for the
candidates in the order of their preferencr, and majorities
and minorities will be represented in proportion to the res-
pective numbers of electors supporting them.

The Society holds that by this form of election:

—

(1) The majority of electors will rule* and all con-
siderable minorities will be heard in the
elected bodies.

(2) The electors will have a wider freedom in the
choice of representatives.

(3) The representatives will have greater indepen-
d'jnce from the financial and other pressure
of small sections of constituents.

(4) Parties will secure representation by their ablest
and most trusted members.
