Chief Engineer Admits Insulation
of Wires Doesn’t Protect—
- Rap at City Wires.

“We find that Joseph Gelinas came
to his death on April 24 as a result-of
coming jn contact with a live wire of
the Toronto Electric Light Co., and
that his death was due to the negli-
gence of the said T. E. L. Co.”

This, the unanimous verdict of ' Dr.
Wiison’s jury, was brought  in after
short deliberation, on apparently con-
lcluaslve evidence brought out in three
sessions of the inquest. The evidence
last night was technical, but indicating
the absolute uselessness of the insu-
lation used for overhead electric wires.

R. '§. Black, 37 ‘Isabella-street, gen-
eral superintendent and chief engineer
of  the company, testified that  ne
charged wires were safe to touch, and
that ;it was impossible to safely insu-
late any wires.

‘““Then the.only way of safeguarding
human 1ife is to lay the wires uudet-
ground?” asked the coroner.

“Yes,” replied: the witness.

Counsel for the company offered the
information  that the ¢ity, recognizing

ing high power wires without it. §
' “That doesn’t concern us,” replied
the coroner, “but ithe city may be the
subject of an-investigation, tco.”

submission to a referendum, and their
, rejection . to-day is considered a crusn-
(ing defeat for the labor party.
