“T regret,” said Dr. Roche, *‘that the
hon. member for Labelle (Mr. Bourassa)
is not present, heSaus: when he spoke
he took great pride that the clergy wera
ihe teachers in so many of these schools
in, the Province of Quebec, stating that
a great deal of the good to be derived
from the schools in that province, and
the high standard of education there
was due 'to clerical influence.
Mr. Sifton had a different impression as
to the character of the teaching done by
clergymen of the Roman Catholic
Church in Manitoba,

“+‘Schools sometimes were kept open
onl,vréwo or three weeks; sometimes
two vs in the week,’” Mr. Siftcn had
declared. ‘while these priz=sts drew their
money as teachers.

Mr. Sifton went on to
say that ‘the system followed was no
system at all. As a result people who
grew up in districts wh2re separate
echeols existed were in a state of abso-
lute ignorance and illiteracy.” " !

-schools or Roman Catholic institutions
in competition with their Protesta nt
brethren there. Evidently Mr. Sifton did
not look upon it in as favorable a
iight.”

Mr. Sifton had further said: “I can
show the audience a petition whith
came in from the reeve of a Roman
Catholic municipality, in .which six
councillors of the municipality made
their signatures by putting crosses, and
to which only one could sign his name.
When it was proposed in the legisla-
‘ture to require by municipal law that
the reeve and councillors should be
compelled to read and write, a gentle-
man who represented a county almost
exclusively French and Roman Catho-
lic, stood up in the legislature and said
if the 'bill became law in his consti-
tuency, persons could not be found who
could qualify. for the office of reeve or
councillors.” : =

Would Wipe Them Out.

Dr. Roche’'s comment on this was
that this was a pretty sweeping asser-
tion, that if a bill compelling munici-
| pal councillors to be able to read and
write were to pass the legislature,
there would not be sufficient men in
the district who could qualify for of-
fice. But Mr. Sifton had continued,
“Under this system public money went
| direct to the clergy . of the Roman
Catholic Church. They did practically
what they liked with it, conducted
their schools, or not, as they saw fit,
with the result that the people grew
up in absolute illiteracy. Money was
used for the purposes of the church,
and not for education. He lauded the
Public Schools Act, and supported one
system of ‘schools, where there should
be no distinction between one man and
another, where the law should know no
man’s religion, but give each and
everyone the privilege.” Dr. Roche re-
minded the house that, notwithstand-
ing this, Mr. Sifton stated the other
day in the house that he would give
his approbation to this bill, tho it was
opposed to his conscientious convic-
tions and his past record. He was go-
ing to inflict sepdrate schools on .the
people of the new western provinces,
which would cause this division be-
tween the child of one man and the
child of another, and would not give
each and. every one the same privi-
lege.

The report of Mr. Sifton's remarks
continued: Mr. Sifton said that, “If the
Roman Catholic people were left alone,
priests of Quebec would leave
them alone, inside of three or four
vears they would accept the public
school system.”

Might Happen in West, Too.

“Does the ex-minister of the interior
not think that the same might occur
in the new provinces of the west, that
if these people arec left alone they

would be just as apt to accept the pub-
:lic school system there as in the Pro-
vince of Manitoba?” asked Dr. Roche.
“Apparently the ex-minister thinks that

Mr. Sifton had accused the
Conservative government, in' passing
| the remedial order, of buying the votes
of the Province of Quebec. And fur-
ther, Mr. Sifton said on that occasion:
‘The people of the Red River, when
| they came into confederation, never
asked for separate séhools, never
. wanted them, .and the clause in
the bill sent to Ottawa demanding
them was fraudulently put there by
the clergy of the Roman Catholic
Church.’

“Evidently, Mr. Sifton had no great
love for the clergy of the Roman Cath-
olic Church, nor had he that high opin-
ion of the clerical school system that
the hon. member for Labelle has. Dr.
Montague was the candjdate in Haldi-
mand when this speechr was ‘made,.and
the report states that Mr. Sifton asked
why Dr. Montague took such an inter-
est in this matter. - Was it because the
Roman’ Catholic eclergy was a well-or-
ganized body, and because they have
a political influence in Canada which
is not to be sneezed ay?”

His.-Only Plea. .

Dr. Roche pointed out that after all
this the time came, in 1905, when Mr,
Sifton found it ‘necessary to change
tkis opinion. And in changing it, all
Mr, Sifton had been able to urge was
contained in these words:

“I came to the conclusion.that what-
ever anybody else might do, my course
is perfectly clear. I should, when this
question came up, be in a position to
speak with the freedom with which a
member of the government could not
speak and should be called on to decide
to what extent and how far I would
be prepared to compromise opinions
which I had publicly expressed, and
opinions which I still hold, in order not
to destroy the government of which I
have been a member.”

“Here,"” said Dr. Roche, “we have the
