Indeed, 
might exceed itr-"A letter from Buenos 
Ayres estimates exports at. 1.000,000 tons 
(37,000,000 bushels).

India—The wheat crop is now being seed­
ed, but rain Is still needed.

France—Under more liberal deliveries by 
farmers, prices bad declined about Is par 
quarter, and millers were Indifferent buy- 

as flour wan difficult of sale, 
avlgatlon on the sea of Azov was ex­

pected Ito close before the end of November.
The shipments of wheat to the import­

ing countries of Europe during the 18 
weeks, Aug. 1 to Dec. 3, were about 
to the estimated requirements.

The shipments of oats (luring the same 
period were about 10,009,000 bushels less 
than in the name period In 1897. The 
United Staten and Canada have only ship­
ped one-half of last year's quantity.

Russia Is also deficient, bnt the Danubien 
end African ports have shipped more than 
last season. Owing to good crops in West­
ern Europe, its requirements are much less 
than In the past year.

The Chicago Daily Bulletin reports that 
,Stpcks of wheat In Interior elevators in 
Ube Northwest Increased 3,933,000 bushels 
[during November. Bradntreet's makes the 
'increase only 1,300,000 bushels.
’ Galveston Is becoming a very Important 
grain export, city. Between thirty and fifty 
million bushels corn will be shipped from 
there this year, and quite a large quantity 
of wheat.
