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The last monthly meeting of the Nursing-
2t-Home Mission before the holidays, which
‘was held yesterday afternoon in the library
of the Y.M.C.A.,, was an unusually Inter-
esting one, owing to the presence of all
the nurses who were not out the previous
night in charge of some of the sick poor in
the poverty-haunted sections of the city.
Mrs. Bailey was also present, and Mrs.

‘Btayner was In thé chair. Mrs. Bailey’s re-
port showed that the nurses had made 60
new visits during June, and had continned
on 25 cases left over from May. They had
85 new patients, one of whom was sent to
the General Hospital, another to Grace Hos-
pital. In all they made 444 visits, some of
thesé all-day cases, some four or five hour
visits and a number varylng from half an
hour to two or three hours. During June
the nurses had been on night duty in dif-
ferent sections of the city 21 nights, and
' the comprehensive nature of their trainin
was shown in the number of diseasés an
variety of cases with which they came in
daily contact. From Oct. 1, to June
, 1809, : course of 41 lectures had been
gilven tﬁe nurses by Dr. James Caven in
nursing, obstetrics and obstetrical nursing;
surgical rsing, by Dr. Herbert Bruce; on
bandaging, emergencles, antiseptics and in-
struments, by Dr. John Stenhouse, and on
anatomy, by Mrs. Bailey. On .all these
subjects the nurses have passed very ered-
itable and satisfiactory examinations. Apart
from these lectures the city doctors have
been most kind in giving instruction at the
« ‘bedside, which. has been of immense value
to the nurses, ; A course on ‘practical nurs-
Ing was given by Mrs. Bailéy. Mrs. Mitchell,
a graduate of the PhHadelphia School of
Cooking, gave a course of 14 admirable lee-
tures on ecenomical and invalid cookery,
hich ‘proved also of great e to the
urses. The donations for thd month were
