“At all the hospitals most of the
injuries treated are glass wounds in-
curred when the explosion broke thou-
sands of windows to fragments and
sent the fragments flying in all direc-
tions. When these minute glass splin-
ters entered the eye serious results
followed. In after years Halifax will
have a tremendous proportion of blind
or partially blind. In one day at the
Victoria General Hospital 60 eyes were
removed. The record to date is sev-
eral hundred such eye operations here
and at Truro.
