Every one who 8ives enough time and
attention to the care of the ‘hands ¢an
keep them soft and white. Oftentimes
hands which are not at 'all pretty in
shape can be made to look very well by
the best- of care, Then, very often,
hands that are naturally lovely may be-
come very ugly thru neglect.

To be sure, it is not always. easy foi
the woman who does her own house-
work to keep her hands in the pink ot
condition. Housework has a way of
making “the skin wrinkled and red and
the nails dull and gray.

With dally cadre it is possible to keep
the hands smooth and White, but you
dare not neglect their care for a single
day, Wear rubber gloves whanever f e
hands are put in water. When dusting

or sweeping wear old chamois or old kid
gloves. They will keep the .dust from
grinding into the skin,
Should you find that rubber gloves
cannot be successfully used in your par-
ticular case, take the following steps to
protect the hands. Whenever you have
your -hands in hot water and strong
soap wash them afterward with luke-
Warm water and castile soap. Rinse
thoroly in cold water. Then pour a
little rosewater - and glycerine into the
cup of one hand and rub the mixture
well into the hands.
When the hands are’ rough and the
skin wrinkled rub them well every night
before retiring with heated almond oil,
cocoa butter or olive  oil. First bathe
the hands thoroly, rinse in warm water
80 .that the pores are kept open. Then
rub as much of the oil into the gkin as
it will hold. Be careful not to heat the
oil too much. It must be ‘'warmed only.
Then draw over the hands an old pair
of loose chamois or kid gloves. Cut
slashes in the finger tips and in the
palms so that the hands will be well
ventilated durlng the sleeping hours.
Here are the’formulas for several lo-
tlong that will soften and whiten the
hands:

SPENT MILLIONS ON ART

Fortune Gained by Advertising
Put to,  Encouragement of
Music and Painting.

HAD ' GIFTED

SON

Despite Great Wealth, Younger
Beecham Made Name for Him-
self in Music.

Sir Joseph Beecham, the famous pill
man who died receptly, was three
times mayor of St Helens; #oa of
the original maker of Beecham’s Pills,
and father of Sir Thomas Beecham,
the famous conductor.

He was born, in 1848, and was a
partner in the lucrative business at
St. Helens long before his fatZor died

fn 1900. The firm spent some £100,-
000 a year in advertising.

Sir Joscph Beecham spent the great
wealth that came to him from the sale

of this maost skilfully- advertisgd pro-
prietary medicine partly on philan-
thropic undertakings in his native
towr and elsewhere, and partly in
munificent patronage of the arts. The
collection of paintings in his house
at Hampstead was notable chiefly for
its splendid examples of the British
schoouls of the 18th and early 19th cen-
tury which it contained. In it the
great landscapists were magnificently
represented, especially Constable and
Turner, while his examples by Mor-
land were among the best anywhere.
Constable’s “Salisbury Cathedral,”
from the Beecham collection, was one
cf the two examples to represent the
artist at the Rome Exhibition of 1911,
and ome of his treasures was the fam-
ous “St. Gothard Diligence” of Turner.

His patrorage of opera was no doubt
partly at the instance of his son, but
he had always taken a keen interest
in theatrical and musical matters in
Lancashire, and his friends were not
surprised’ when it was announced in
1909 that he was prepared to put down
£300,000 for the establishment of Eng-
lish national opera. i

Sir Joseph Beecham bought the Ald-
wych Theatre in 1911. In 1914 he cre-
ated a sensation (tho his was not
the name first sssociated with the
deal) by buying theCovent Garden es-
tate, which is said to “have cost him
nearly £3,000.000. The great theatre
was included in the purchase, but not
its immediate control, the lease to the
Grand Opera Syndieate having still a
number cf years to run.

Sir Joseph reccived a knighthood in
1511 and his baronetey in 1914, Sir
Thomas Beecham, who succeeds to the
baronetcy, was born in 1870 and re-
ceived his knighthood last January.
