FOUR RECORDS HELD
BY TWO BROTHERS

Bartels Boys of Denver are
Great Swimmers--50 Yards

Junior and Senior 100 and
220 are the Distances.

Four swimming records in one family
would seem to be almost more than that
family’s share, but when Norman A. Bar-
tels recently swam 50 yards in the Den-
ver Y. M. C. A. plunge in 27 seconds,
he and his brother Harlon counted up and
found they held that number between
them.

In 1906 the brothers journeyed to St.
Louis to take part oin the A. A. U. aqua-
tic meet, and although they left Denver
unknown they returned famous and bring-
ing with them the record in the 50-yard
junior event, which Norman made in 29
4-5 seconds, a record mnearly two seconds
faster than the intermediate record of to-
day, 31 2-5 seconds, and the records in
the 100 and 220 yard intermediate events,
which were made by Harlon in Im. 11
2-5s. and 3m. 2s. respectively.

The remarkable part of the affair is
the fact that both boys learned the art
of swimming in Colorado, where they were
confined almost entirely to the accommo-
dations furnished by sanatoriums and the
plunges of private clubs. Both were born
in Denver. Harlon is 21 and Norman 18,
and both have spent all their lives in
Denver.

They keep in constant training by using
the Y. M. C. A. and Denver Athletic
club plunges in the winter, and the larger
pool at Eldorado Springs, Col., in the sum-
mer. They hope to be able to push
Champion Daniels in the senior events at
this year’'s A. A U. meet, and declare
they have covered the distance in less
time (unofficial) than his records.

Their family is socially prominent in
Denver.

HELD POLICE UP
DURING PRAYERS

Roving American Fanatics in
Saskatchewan are Likely to
Give Treuble.

Regina, Ont., July 6.—A party of rov-
ing Missourians have arrived at Pierson
(Sask.), heavily armed, with a mission 0
free the Doukhobors. There are six men
and two or three women in the party.
An attempt was made to hold up the in-
vading fanatics. Constables King and
Turner of the mounted police rode ou
today and were threatened with rifles and
defied to come nearer, the men saying
they would not be taken alive.

After a while the officers convinced the
strangers they meant no harm and en-
tered into a conversation. The leader re-
peated that he was Christ and was going
to care for the leaderless Doukhobors.
They held a short service wherein all par-
ticipated. However, thcy kept the con-
stables covered and, seeing it was im-
possible to disarm the fanatics without
bloodshed and danger to the women, the
constables returned and wired to Regina
for reinforcements, which will be on the
ground tomorrow when they will doubt-
less be overpowered and disarmed.

ADVANCEMENT IN
SUSSEX SCHOOLS

Sussex has recently completed the con-
struction of a very handsome, spacious
and up-to-date school house. This build-
ing has been in the course of conmstruc-
tion for over a year, and 1 a credit to
the town, and is one of the finest school
structures to be found in the maritime
provinces. 1t will be opened at the be-
ginning of the new term with due cere-
mony.
