Sowing Oats with Wheat.

An lllinois correspondent of the Genesee
Farmer says he has repeatedly tried the ex-
periment of sowing oats with wheat as a pro-
tection from the severity of winter. He first
sows one bushel of oats per acre, and then
puts in the usual quantity of wheat, and har-
rows them in together. He has, this season,
three different pieces of wheat on the same
ground, all prepared alike. On the first
piece, he sowed with the wheat one bushel of
oats per acre; on the second, half a bushel ;
on the third, no oats at all. T'he same kind
and quantity of wheat was sown on each.
The first piece is good, without any chess.
The second piece is a middling crop, with
little chess. T'he third picce is nearly all
chess, and not wafth harvesting.

The editor adds to the remark, * that the
fact stated is of much value, and the practice
of sowing a few oats with winter wheat on soils
on which it is apt to winter kill, should be
more generally adopted. The oats kill out in
the winter and afford protection and manure
to the wheat plant.”  Can any of our Western
correspondents give us further experiments or
information in regard to this practice? It is
new to most farmers in this section,—Rural
New-Yorker.
