ists, Kicerlen, when he became Foreign
Secretary, instructed him that “it is eas-
tiest to work with shady creatures”
Hammann’s chief allies, as he gracefully
insists, were the Berlin correspondents
of the Cologne Gazette and the Frank-
furter Zeitung.

It appears that - Hammann was
brought into the German Foreign Office
by the second Imperial Chancellor, Cap-
rivi, in 1894, as a reward for his services
in suppobrt of the Military Reform Bill
of the previous year. Hammann then
was corresponding from Berlin for sev-
eral German newspapers, and above all
fod the Pester Lloyd. His task was to
“systematize” the Press work' “of the
Foreign Office. He at opce came into
contact, or conflict, with the noto_rlous
Herr van Holstein, and he gives elab-
orate accounts of the intrigues of the
time—especially the extraordinary cam-
paign of Kladderadatsch’ against Hol-
stein, Kiderlen and Eulenburg. Ham-
mann indicates, however, that Holstein

On the evening of January 2, 1896,
there arrived in Berlin the report of
Count Hatzfeld, the German Ambassa-~
dor in London, that the fight at Krug-
ersdorp against the Chartered Com-
pany’s troops led by Jameson had ended
victoriovsly for the Boers. A report to
the same effect from the Consul in Pre-
toria was on its way. On the morning
of January 8 the Kaiser came to Berlin
from the Neues Palais at Potsdam a_nd
proceeded immediately to a consultation
with the Imperial Chancellor at his re-
sidence.

Salvation Army Women Write of Work
: Near the Trenches,

Indications of the hazards of the life
of the Salvation Army workers with the
American troops are contained in letters
to officials of the organization in New
York which have been made public. One
letter, from Miss Myrtle Turkington to
her parents, is dated from “A dugout
in France.”

“They started to shell our town Sun-
day,” she says, “and have kept it up
more or less ever since.- Last night the
shells were coming in thick and fast
and we had to seek shelter in a near-
by dugout. It was our first experience
in a dugout and so, of course, was in-
teresting. The shelling started just
about closing time, so we got our gas
masks and helmets on and -got to a
dugout in a short time. On arriving
in a safe place the shelling seemed to
quiet down and we decided to go to our
billets. On reaching our room we talked
and more or less forgot the danger until
one big shell exploded and made us
realize things were going to continue
being lively.

“By the way, one shell exploded in
our back yard, making a huge hole,
broke a tree down, and smashed one
of our windows to pieces. It also broke
several pieces out of the sides of the
house and made our plaster fall in our
room. The hole is about twenty feet
away from our room.”
