The gunners also dropped projectiles on
German trenches. ,Some shells hit in the
town of, Essey, and others in Montset.

Soon after many explo-
sions and flashes were heard and seen in
the direction of Metz. American planes
discovered during the night that the Ger-
mans are strengthening their second line.
It is known that the first line in many
places virtually has been abandoned.

the public the United States government
has made immediately available for
every man, women and child in the
country a profitable, simple and secure
yinvestment.
What They Are.

War savings stamps are the answer of
a great democracy to the demand for a
democratic form of government security.
They are “little baby bonds.” Like Lib-
erty bonds, they have behind them the
entire resources of the government and
peopel of thé United States. They have
the additional advantage that they stead-
ily increase in value from' the date’ of
purchase until the date of maturity, am_i
this increase {s guaranteed by the gav-
ernment. These stamps ‘are issued in
.two denominations, _the 25-cent /stamp
and the $5 stamp. !

For the convenience. of

ers of 25-cent stamps. This card has
spaces for 16 stamps. When all the
spaces have been fided the thrift card
may be exchanged for a $5 stamp at
post offices, banks or other authorized
agencies by adding 12 cents in cash prior
to Feb. 1, 1918, and one cent additional
each month thereafter.

Those who prefer may buy a $5 stamp
outright. These will be on sale from
Dec. 3, 1917, until Jan. 81, 1918, for $4.12.
They automaticaily increase in value a
|cent a month every month thereafter
| until Jan. 1, 1928, when the United States
| will pay $5 at any post office or at the
treasury in Washington for each stamp
affixed to a war savings certificate.

{ ‘When you purchase a $5 stemp, you
! must attach it to an engraved folder
known as a “war savings - certlficate,”
which bears the name of the purchaser
antl can be cashed only by the person
| whose name appears upon the certifi-
! cate, except in case of death or disahility.
This certificate contains 20 spaces. If
these are all filled with war savings
!stamps between Dec. 8, 1917, and Jan.
{81, 1918, the cost to the purchaser wiil
{be $82.40, and on Jan. 1, 1828, the gov-
ernment will pay the owner of the cer-
tificate $100—a net profit to the holder
of $17.60. This is based on an interest
. rate of 4 per cent compounded quarterly
from Jan. 2, 1918, The amount of war
savings stamps sold to any one person
at any one time shall not exceed $100
(maturity value), and no person.may
hold such stamps or war savings certifi-
cates to an aggregate amount exceeding
$1,000 (maturity value.)
_If the holder of o war savings certifi-
cate finds iT™necessary to realize cash on
it before maturity he may at any time
after Jan, 2, 1918, upon giving ten days’
written notice to any money order post
office receive for each stamp affixed to
his certificate the amount paid therefor
‘plus one cent for each calendar month
| after the month of purchase of each
stamp. A registered certificate may be
redeemed, however, only at the post of-
. fice where registered.

Washington, Mar. 19—Newsprint pa-

per production in the first two months |

of the year is put at 192,990 tons against
222,646 for the same period last year, in
estimates given today by the federal
trade commission. Standard  news
productions decreased from 206,888 tons
to 176,852. The decrease is ascribed
to the fuel shortage. 'Total mill stocks
