| His late father, King Humbert, did not
hesitate an instant to visit the cholera:
stricken patients. in the hospitals, at the
time when that plague was raging af Na-
ples, and met there on a common ground
of merey and charity, the Cardinal Arch-
bishop of the city.

King Alfonso of Spain, whenever there
are any of those terrible inundations which
spread devastation and suffering in his
dominions, gets there as rapidly as he can
—which is not saying a little~while on
the occasion of the last' serious ou!
of the bubonic plague at Lisbom, the néw
exile Queen Marie Amelie, a.princess. of

ce, spent day after day ‘at the hos-
pitals, tending the victims with her own
hands. 8he, by the way, has the degree
of M. D.

Emperor Francis Joseph has always been
conspicuous for the very active persomal
part he takes in the rescue work, when-
ever a disaster befalls his people. At the
memorablée devastation of Szegedia, by the
floods of the Theiss, he nearly lost his own
life by drowning.

In Germany the sovereign considers it
part of this “metier de Roi” (his business
as king) to manifest in this practical form
the sympathy of the throne, either in per-
son, or through one of the princes of his
houge.

Count Ostheim, whose financial troubles
are now engaging the attention of the
London Bankruptcy Court, and concerning
whose identity the English authorities
seem to be somewhat undecided, is no oth-
er than the former Prince Hermann' of
Baxe-Weimar. In fact, he was until 1909
the heir presumptive to the Grandducal
throne of Saxe-Weimar. Had he retained
his status as a prince of the blood, he
would have been immune from' the juris-
diction of the English bankruptey , court,
and from that of every other English tri-
bunal, by reason of the extra-territorial
rights which full-fledged members of reign-
ing houses enjoy in foreign countries, like
ambassadors and ministers in the countries
to which they are accredited. ’

The ex-prince, who is about - twenty-
sevén years of age, was attached as lieu-
tenarft to the crack vegiment of Cuiras-
siers of the Guard in Berlinin 1905, and
as heir-presumptive to his cousin’s throne
of Saxe-Weimar, and to the immenge pri-
vate estates that belong to the chief of
the family, was received with 6pen arms
atr the ‘court of the Kaisér, to whom he
is pretty closely related. But he had in-
herited from his spendthrift father ex-
travagant tastes, and ere long became in.
volved in monetary difficulties, of so seri-
ous & character that he was transferred by
way of discipline to ‘the 11th Lancer Regi-
ment, stationed” in the dull little town of
Saarburg. In the hope of restoring his
shattered fortunes, he became in 1906 ‘a
suitor for the hand and incidentally for
the fortune of Marie Bonaparte, who has
since matried Prince George of Greece; and

whose wealth is derived from her father’s |-

part ownership of the public gambling
tables' of Monte Carlo. But although
Prince Hermann wag much nearer a throne
than George of Greece; owinhg to the fact
that his father Prince William of Saxe-
Weimar " is virtually excluded  from- the
lm’mceasion,, and that the grandduke has“no
son by either of his ‘marriages, yet ‘his re-
‘putation ‘was such that both Marie Bona-
i parte-and her father rejected his suit.
The failure of this plan for a rich al-
pliance landed Prince Hermann still fur-
{thet in"difficulties, and ultimately the law
intervened—that is to say, he was judici-
ally declared not merely insolvent, but
was placed under “curatel,” being thereby

tee. The investigation of his conduct in
connection with his financial troubles re-
sulted in his being first of all placed on
the retired list, and then removed from
the army altogether.. Being virtually next
}in the line of succession to the Grand-
ducal Crown, it was considered necessary
under the peculiar circumstances to lose
no time in eliminating him therefrom, and
he was accordingly reduced in 1008 from
the status of a prince of a sovereign
house, to that of a mere noble, receiving
from his cousin the Grandduke, the title
of Count Ostheim, and a small annuity
on condition that he keep out of Ger-
many.

In 1910 he married at a Registry Office
in London, Wanda Lotterean, a Milanese
chorus girl, known on’ the stage as Wanda
Zalters. Bhe first attracted attention by
winning first prizé in a beauty contest
at Milan as the loveliest woman in Italy,
while afterwards she was the star of the
Maxim scene in the “Merry Widow,” at
the Gaiety Theatre, in London. This un-
ion,”of course, still further estranged the
ex-Prince from his royal and imperial re-
latives.

He came over to this country not long
afterwards, and with his wife was a con-
spicuous figure at the great New York
Horse 8how at Madison Square Garden of
that year, but received no attention on
the part of New’ York society. The mar-
riage was short-lived, largely owing to the
Count’s constant financial troubles, and
his inability to furnish his wife with the
luxuries to which she had been accustom-
ed by her pre-n#nfial admirers. So she
brought a suit for divorce against him in
the Parisian courts. and foundeno difficul-
ty in obtaining a dissolution of her matri-
monial bonds.

It was soon after this that he was sold
out by his creditors, and obliged to aban-
don his residence in the Rue Godard in
Paris, and to seek refuge in London. where
he has now been overtaken by bankruptcy,
hig creditors being apparently unaware of
his royal birth.

“Apropos of his present title of Count
Ostheim, it may be mentioned that it
was bestowed in the eighteenth century
by Duke Charles. Eugene of Wurtemberg
upon Charles and Alexander, his natural
sons by Louise Messgieri, the ballerina.
Ex-Prince Hermann of Saxe-Wgimar’s
father, Prince William. of that ilk, spent
a number of years ifi the United States
under an assummed name. His youthful

son, he found it necessary to leave Europe
and after some active service in the For-
eign Legion of the Dutch Army in Suma-
tra, came to this country, and under the
name of William Rohde,, earnéd his living
in various callings quite the reverse of
royal. . He received remittances from
home, and like most remittance-men, man-
aged to spend them long beforé they came
to hand, was often in the most desperage
straits, knew by frequent experience what
it was to go hungry, and as riding-master,
salesman, clerk, book-agent, and even res-
tatirant waiter, kept ieody and soul to-
gether—the only prince of a reignieg house
who can boast of such extraordinary vicis-
situdes.
