This morning, before the opening of the thirty-eighth annual convention of 
the Dominion Trades and Labor Congress veteran delegates from all parts of the 
dominion were comparing their views on the three main Issues which the congress 
slate lists—Immigration, unemployment, and a revision of the Industrial Disputes 
Act The immigration topic Is paramount, as it Is generally held as inseparable 
from the unemployment .ore.

Not only do the great majority of the delegates who will .fill the floor of the 
complete closing of the immigratin door to Europe 

but they will find a staunch leader in Tom Moore, the president of the congress, 
whose views are said to crystallise the majority opinion.

To the Canadian Press last night, Mr. Moore outlined the menace which the 
Canadian international trades union movement reads into a winter of industrial 
uncertainty aggravated bf » steady influx of aliens from overseas.

“Just as Canada in appreciation of her position as a dominion within the 
British empire saw the need of a preferential tradfc policy wtih the motherland, 
so too must be seen the immigration question,” he said.

Sydney, N. S, Aug. 21. — Although 
practically all the maintenance men in 
Cape Breton South went back to work 
at the power house, pumps and fans, on 
Saturday and Sunday, full maintenance 
operations have not yet been resumed at 
several places, including the main power 
house at No. 2. New Aberdeen, where 
the military garrison is stationed.

The reason for this is that it has re­
quired some time to get things working 
after the almost complete shutdown of 
the last six days. It is expected, how­
ever, that full steam will be available at 
No. 2 and other centres this afternoon, 
when the work of pumping out the pits 
can be vigorously prosecuted.

Through some error in transmission of 
orders from U .M. W. headquarters the 
Sydney mines maintenance were, not 
notified of the decision to return to work 
pending a conference with the company, 
and the pumpmen there were still out 
this morning.

It is reported, however, that they will 
be back on the job this afternoon or to­
night at the latest.
Sydney Mines is not so serious, because 
the strikers there have not interfered 
with the officials pumping the mines.
