Spokane, Wash., June 7—Bread cast
upon the waters in nursing back to health
and grubstaking a prospector in the Mon-
tana hills, twenty years ago, probably will
return in the shape of a fortunes, esti-
mated at $2,500,000 to Mrs. Dolly E. Ba-
ker, living with her family in northern
Idaho, thirty-six miles east of here.

Filmore of Rochester, N. Y., who is on
the way to Spokane, believes the woman
is the rightful heir,. designated in a will

“It might be that one of the boys in
the old mining camp remembered me,” she
continued, “for in those ddys, as is the
custom today, the settler keeps the latch-
string on the weatherside of his shack. My
family befriended many prospectors in
those days when siek and in need, and in
numerous instances we provided grubstakes
after they recovered their health and were
able to continue the search for the yel-
low metal in the hills.

“But the whole thing is a mystery to
me, as I do not even know the name of
the 'person who has made me bhis heir,
and probably I shall not learn it until af-
ter Mr. Filmore has completed his inves-
tigation and, I prove to his. satisfaction
that I am the ‘“Dolly Grant,” he is look-
ing for in the northwest..”
