Jutures The total number of Missionaries, Teachers ‘and Colportenrs employed
last year ‘was 55.

With a staff of 12 Colporteurs engaged in pioneer work in rome of the most
densely settled, spiritually destitnte, districts of the country j—with 12 Mission
Day*Schools /in active operation, including the Central Schools at Pointe-nux-
Trembles where French Canadian young men and women are educated for posi-
tions of usefulness and where many of the future Missionaries of the Board receive
their preparatory training :—with a French Theological Departiment organized in
the Preshyterian College, Montreal, under the care of a thoroughly accomplished
French Professor of Divinity, for the tpining of Colporteurs und Missionaries,—
the Board are now in wbetter position than ever before for the efficient prosecution
of the work. S

Herctofore the Board have been greatly indebted to numerous friends for gen-
