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T0 BOYCOTT ST. JOHN.

“To Boycott St. John” is the startling
heading which is placed over Mr. R. A.
Payne’s Fredericton despatch to the Sun
this morning. Mr. Payne informs the
readers of the Sun that at the govern-
ment caucus on Friday evening, Mr
Blair appealed to the supporters of the
government to unite in punishing St.
John for her attitude at the late election.
Mr. Payne also states on his own ac.
ccunt that it is well that the merchants
of St. John, and our people gener-
ally should recognize the canvass that is
being made against their interests in
certain quarters.

We think that our disesteemed con-
temporary, the Sun, is unnecessarily
alarmed in regard to St. John being boy-
cotted either by the government or by its
supporters. We are informed on pretty
good authority that St. John the present
year will receive a handsome grant from
the government for exhibition purposes,
probably $5,000, which would hardly be
given if it was the intention of Mr. Blair
to boycottSt. John. We have always been
of the opinion that St. John cannot be
injured by any government or by any
combination, unless the people of Saint
John combine to injure themselves. One
year ago the city and county of §t. John
bad two representatives in Mr. Blair's
government to look after the interests of
this city. Now we are;without any depart-
mental head in Mr. Blait’s government,
and we know that the cause of this is
the action that was taken by the voters
of St. John themselves. When Mr.

Ritchie became police magistrate
Mr. McLellan still remained
an active and indefatigable

worker for St. Jobn interests. But the
electors of St. John did not Jeem it prop-
er to return him again to the House of
Assembly. It necessarily followed that
:e should resign the departmental office
which he had held for so many years.
We are of the opinion that Mr. Blair
has much less feeling against St. John
than the average St. John opposition voter
has against Mr. Blair, and we think
it would be well for the Sun and
its correspondent to remember that any
injury St. John has received during the
past year or any that is likely to be done
to this city and county for the future
comes from the action of our own electors.
At the same time we believe that any
leader of a government who was unprin-
cipled enough and regardless enough of
the general interests of the province to
keep his administration together on the
basis of opposition to St. John could
easily doso. That is a fact which itis
just as well for our people to recognize,
because they would be deceiving them-
selves grossly if they imagined that there
is not a great deal of jealousy in the
rural districts at the influence of St
John. But we do not expect any such
policy on the part of Mr. Blair.

THE ATTACK ON THE WEST INDIA LINE.

Ttis seldom that words spoken in Par-
liament have excited more indignation
than those used by the opposition leaders
on Friday evening in their attack on the
line of steamships now runaing from St.
John. to the West Indies. Mr. Jones of
Halifax on that occasion came out in his
true colors as a determined enemy of St.
John and also an enemy ofenlarged rela-
tions between Canada and the West In-
dies. Mr. Blake also showed the narrow-
ness of his understanding by his attempt
to discredit an enterprize which promises
the greatest results in the near future
not only to St. John but to the whole
Dominion.

If any one desired to understand why
it is that the Liberals have been so
long out of power they have only to read
speeches such as those of Mr. Blake and
Mr. Jones to see how impossible it is
the people of Canada can have any con-
fidence in men who are so hostile to the
general interests.

It is well to remember that St. John
has two enemies who would like to
destroy our young West India trade.
First the Grit leaders who are hostile
to anything that is likely to extend the
trade of Canada, and second, the people
of Halifax, who are so jealous
of St. John that they regard anything
that is likely to benefit this city with
the greatest disfavor.

It is unfortunate for the interests of
St. John that there is encamped in our
midst a Halifax contingent who have
the ear of the public by means of an al-
leged conservative newspaper, the Sun.
These men may always be counted on to
injure 8t. John when Halifax interests
are in the scale, and therefore it behooves
our people to be watchful and vigilant
and also to be determined in pressing the
claims of this port ipon the government
and in seeing that we obtain justice at
their hands. Few cities iave suffered so
much as 8t. John in the past from the
cause we have mentioned, and it is to be
hoped that our people by their zeal and
energy will be able to make up for the
disadvantages under which they suffer
from the work of enemies within as well
as without.

THE SUN AND THE STUNPAGE QUESTION.

The Sun is in great trouble over the
stumpage policy of Mr. Blair, which it
says lie is changing every two or three
days. It would look as if the Sun in its
zeal to oppose Mr. Rlair would likewise
be under the necessity of changing its
policy in regard to stumpage quite as
frequently. Mr. Blair has presented a
resolution to the House of Assembly to
the effect that that body will not dis-
approve of a remission of the stumpage
tax to the extent of twenty-five
cents upon the thousand superfici-
al feet, pending the report of the
proposed special commission, and upon
such conditions as the governor in coun-

cil may impose. The Sun, only a few
weeks ago,was demanding in a very loud
voice that Mr. Blair should reduce the

stumpage, and mow it is loudly
denouncing Mr. Blair for proposing
that the stumpage be reduced.

It must be evident to every one
that the Sun is a very difficult paper to
satisfy, and that it is impossible to
reconcile its conduct with consistency,
oreven with common sense. The stump-
age ought either to be reduced or it
ought not to be reduced. If it wae right
for the Sun to argue in favor of stumpage
reduction a few weeks ago, it cannot be
right now for it to argue against stumpage
reduction. The fact of the matteris that
the only aim the Sun has in view is to
defeat the government and to do this it
is willing to descend to any measure,no
matter how humiliating, and to pursue
any line of policy no matter how base.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The Acadian Recorder says that it for-
gives Tt Gazerre for our recent attack
upon it. That is good and christian-like,
but why cannot the Recorder mend its
ways and employ its energies for the
benefit of Canada and not, as now, against
it? Ttseemstousto be the height of
folly for Canadian papers to be working
in the interests of the United States.

The result of the election in Stoke-up-
on-Trent confirms the indications shown
by the other recent bye-elections of Lib-
eral gains. ‘At the general election in
1886 the Gladstonian candidate polled
3255 votes and the Conservatives 2093; at
the election on Friday last the Gladston-
jan had 4157 votes and his Conservative
opponent 2926. The Liberal majority on
a greatly increased vote has therefore
risen from 1162 to 1231.

If Mr. Charleton’s sabbath observance
bill which is now before Yarliament, is
passed there will be no more Monday
morning newspapers published in Canada
the bill proposes to enact that:—

7. Whoever shall on the Lord’s day,
either as proprietor, publisher or manager
engage in the printing, publication and
delivery of a newspaper, journal or

riodical, and whoever shall on the

rd’s day engage in the sale, distribu-
tion or circulation of any newspaper,
journal or periodical published on that
day, shall be deemed to be guilty of
a misdemeanor.

As all the work on a Monday morning
paper is done on Sunday evening, under
this bill no such newspaper can be pub-
lished because such work becomes a
misdemeanor the penalty for which is a
fine of £50.

The Chatham World referring to a
despatch sent from Fredericton to the
Globe says:—

The Globe had a gem of a reporter at
the opening of the Assembly. In speak-
ing of the Opposition caucus and the
selection of a leader he says: “The claims
of Mr. Hanington were strongly pressed,
but Mr. Stevens would not agree and
claimed that if a Westmorland man were
leader he would be the man.

Why should it be regarded as a
sign of intoxication or lunacy to suggest
that Mr. Stevens aspired to be leader of
the Oppesition?

Hon. Mr. Foster in the course of the
debate on the West India line on Friday
evening made some interesting state-
ments. He said that these services were
for the whole of Canada and not simply
for Halifax or the city of St. John. He
could speak for both services, but more
especially of the service between St. John
and Demerara. He knew a widespread
interest was being taken in it outside of
the city of St. John, outside of the pro-
vince of New Brunswick, outside of the
province of Quebec and province of On-
tario. -One Montreal firm had made
sales of $20,000 worth of goods on the
first trip. The opening of this line had
been for the benefit of the whole Domin-
jon and will be taken advantage ofby
the whole dominion. Mr. Jones had
said Canada had nothing to sell to the
West Indies, but he evidently forgot that
in 1888 the United States, having the
same alleged disadvantages of a pro-
tactive tariff as Canada, had sold more
than thirty millions worth of goods in
the West Indies. If they could do that
why not Canada?

The opposition were unable to make
any reply to this question.

The Moncton Transcript, referring to
the election of Mr. Hanington as leader
of the opposition, says:

Mr. Hanington has [been elected and
gone to Fredericton, and notwithstanding
his repeated declaration hers that he
could not work with the opposition, be-
cause of the stand they had takenin St,
John, we now find him elevated to the
position of leader of that very opposition,
with Dr, Stockton himself as his deputy
and trusted right hand man. Has Mr.
Hanington deserted the principle upon
which he contested this constituency,
viz, opposition to the agitation
which ~denounced the appointment
of Mr. Ritchie because he was a
Roman Catholic; or has he by his power-
ful eloquence converted the entire op-
position to his views, and have the op-
position from St. John abandoned their
position and consented to allow Mr. Rit-
chie to remain in office. With his record
before him, it is impossible for Mr. Han-
ington, unless he commits a most dis-
creditable somersault, to abandon the
strong position he took during the recent
campaign in this county ; and therefore
we assume that he has converted the
opposition from St, John to his views.

The Transcript’s assumption will pro-
bably turn out to be correct. Ifso what
becomes of the issue upon which the St.
John six were elected ?

When the Victoria Hospital at Freder-
icton was established through the efforts
of Lady Tilley the ladies of the Woman’s
Christian Temperance Union undertook
to guarantee $200 per annum for a bed
with the distinct understanding that all
patients occupying the bed should be
treated without the use of liquor in any
form. This plan for a time seemed to
work satisfactorily, but now a serious
hitch has occurred by the refusal of the
pbysicians, with the exception of Dr.
Currie,to conform longer to such an agree-
ment. They demand the right to treat
all patients under their care as in their
judgment seems best without any out-
side dictation. The Fredericton Report-
er says : If this decision ,is adhered to
it maans the withdrawalof $200 annu-
ally from the income of the hospital as
the W. (. T. U. claim they will not be a
party to the use of alcohol even in
cases of sickness. The #rant to the Vic-
toria Hospital upon terms which virtually
took certain cases out of the céntrol of
the physicians who attend {it ofight never
to have been accepted. We doubt wheth-
er the interests of temperance are at all
promoted by such extreme views as have
been put forward by the W.C.T. U. in
this matter.

THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL

THE CIRCULATION OF THE SUN AND
TELEGRAPH DEBATED IN THAT
BODY.

Hon. Mr. Jones Says the Weekly Tele-
graph has Twice the Circulation of
the Sun.

Fripay, March 14.—Hon. Mr. McLel-
lan submitted the report of the reporting
and debates committee. The committee
(Hon. Messrs. McLellan, Jones and Har-
rison) recommended that Frank H. Ris-|
teen’s tender for reporting the debates

tender for publishing the same be ac-
cepted. The Sun had offered to publish
the debates in the Daily Sun for $200
while Mr. Gilmor’s offer of publishing
the same in the Daily and Weekly Tele-
graph was $225. Also that $30° each be
allowed the Courier and Moniteur Aca-
dien for translation. o

Hon. Mr. Young wished to know if the
committee had accepted the tender of
the Telegraph because the debates were
to be published in both daily and weekly ?

Hon. Mr. McLellan said that was one
reason. Another resson wag that the
Telegraph had much the larzer circula-
tion, the weekly Telegraph being nearly
double that of the weekly Sun, even if
the latter had been included in the tend-
er. He thought the additional $25 was
a small amount in view of the better ser-
vice the people in the country would get.

Hou.l\F: g'oung thought the commit-
tee should have got the Sun’s figures for
the weekly as well. The house had no
information as to whether the Sun would
do this or not. -In his own county ‘the
Sun had much the larger circulation. The
Sun’s tender was the lowest and if it had
been intimated to them, they would pro-
bably have agreed to include the week-
ly. It would be expensive to pay two

He supposed in some districts in
the province the Sun was ahead, but the
fact was that the weekly Telegraph had
over twice the circulation of the weekly
Sun. He had not changed his political
views (though the hon. gentleman was
considerable of a bolter), and had no
rejudice against either of the papers.
f the Sun had been able togive the same
inducements as to circulation as the Tele-
graph had the committee would have
been as likely to favor it as the Telegraph.
Certain papers in St. John, for political
purposes, had tried to make a foot-ball of
the council. He could give proof that
the circulation of the weekly Sun. was
about 4,000, while that of the Telegraph
was 8,800.

Hon. Mr. Young—Was the question
asked the representative of the Sun
whether he conld publish the proceedings
in the weekly as well as the daily for any
amount?

Hon. Mr. Jones----I did notask them.

Hon. Mr. Richard said he was not
predisposed to favor any paper, but if
the desire was to reach all the people it
was only right that, as the Telegraph for
some years past had been giving the

roceedings of the council to the
iiberals, the Sun should now give them
to the Conservatives, and thus all the
people would be reached. Butin order
to procure further information he would
move that the consideration of the
report be deferred nntil tc morrow
morning at I1 o'clock, and that in the
meantime the Sun representative be
consulted.

Hon. Mr. Young seconded the motion.

Hon. Mr. Harrison said as a member
of the committee he had looked at the
matter from a business standpoint with-
out regard to the political denomination
of the papers concerned. The object was
to reach the Iaﬁest number of people at
the least cost, His information was that
the circulation of the Telegraph was con-
siderably in excess of the Sun, and it was
cheaper to publish the debates in that
paper at $225 than in the Sun at $200.1

Hon. Mr. Wood said the reason the
circulation of the Telegraph was large in
his county was because it published the
debates of the council. There were five
Conservatives in his county whotook the
Telegraph to one Liberal that took the
Sun. It was only fair that the Sun
should be given a chance to increase its
circulation by printing the debates.

Hon. Mr. Jones pointed out that Hon.
Mr. Young had changed his views with-
in a year. Last year when the tenders
were precisely the same that gentleman
being on the committee voted in favor
of the Telegraph. He must be a stiffer
Conservative now than he was then.

Hon. Mr. Young thought there was
something going on behind the scenes.
He was amused at the impar-
tial air of the member of the govern-
ment (Mr. McLellan) who had just
emerged from a bitter contest in 8t. John.
It was refreshing to hear him claira that
he had no ill-feeling in the matter. Last
year Mr. Gilmor’s tender had not includ-
ed the Weekly, but the committee had
evidently given him a wrinkle.

Hon. Mr. Jones—He published it in
the Weekly too. .

Hon. Mr. Young—Yes, but it was not
in the tender. He would ask the hon.
member if the representative of the
Telegraph had not been asked te include
the Weekly.

Hon. Mr. Jones—That question re-
quires two days notice.

Hon. Mr. Young claimed that there
should be fair play. If the consequence
of the publication of the debates bad
been to give the Telegraph a larger
circulation the Svn should now have
that privilege.

Hon. Mr. Barberie said it looked to
him as if the Telegraph’s tender had
been accepted after the representative of
that paper had been privately asked to
amend his offer. He thought the Sun
should be given the same privilege.

Hon. Mr. McLellan did not see the rea-
son for postponement. The matter had
not been dealt with from a political
standpoint at all. 1€ it was worth $200 to
publish the debates in the Sun with a
circulation of say 5,000, it was certainly
worth $225 to have them appear in the
Telegraph with a circulation _ of nearly
9,000. is experience was that many
people took both papers. If The Tele-
graph bad been built up by publishing
the debates he would like to know why
the Sun was not built up when it
publisbed the debates.

Hon. Mr. Young said the committee
had not dealt with the Sun as they had
wiih the Telegraph representative. Why
was not the former given a chance to
amend his tender?

Hon. Mr. Jones—We sought disinter-
ested information as to the circulation of
the two papers, and Rowell's Directory
shows that the Telegraph is ahead.

Hon. Mr. Young—Why did you seek
éhe Telegraph afterwards and not the

un ?

Hon. Mr. Jones—You were not in the
committee room ; you do not know any-
thing about it. - We sought disinterested
information and found the circulation
was about double.

Hon. Mr. Barberie—I would like to
know who this man Rowell is ?

Hon. Mr. Young—You sought and se-
cured a different tender from the Tele-
graph than you did from the Sun.

From the Capital.

In the course of the debate on the
subsidy to the West 1ndia line, in the
House of Commons, Mr. Baird took the
opportunity to reply to Mr.  Blake. He
admired his knowledge, his eloquence
and learning, and if he wished to lay on
the lash let him do so.

Perhaps he was pretty well punish-
ed in one sense, but he was not punished
to the extent that the ‘hon. gentlemen
would like to inflict punishment upon

him.

Mr. Blake, in reply, expressed his ad-
miration of Mr. Baird’s speech and his
pleasure at 1ii§ ‘expression of regret. If
he had heard it before he wouldn’t have
made the allusion, ‘but'he couldn’t ex-
ress ap apology to Dr. Welden, because
he really did not know what the offence
was. He would tender to liis Wou
and apparently susceptible feelings the
same apology he would have expressed
at that distant date if he had communi-|
cated to him the grievance yet unknown.

A large and influential deputation from
Toronto, Montreal. Port Arthurand Ham-
ilton will arrive here on Tuesday and
have a conference to urge upon the
government an increase in the capacity
of the St. Lawrence capals to 'that
of the present Welland canal,
as until the completion of all the
canals of the St. Lawrence system the
capital already invested in those of en-
larged size is wholly unproductive and
unprofitable. The canals thus improved
would iargely increase the interprovin~
cial trade of Canada and thereby allow
steamers to be loaded with Manitoba
flour to be shipped direct from Port Ar-
thur to the maritime provinces, and
with down cargoes Nova Scotia coal
could be freighted to Ontario ports for
one dollar a ton and compete successful-
ly with the Pennsylvania product.
 Again, the Canadian foreign trade would
be increased by enlarged canals, as the
better class of Canadian steamers would

e engbled to go to sea for the winter
mopths and trade between ports
in Nova Secotia and New Brunswick and
the West Indies and South America.

Mr. Baird left Saturday for home, via
Boston. It is understood that he will
not again be in Ottawa until perhaps a
few days previous to prorogation.

Prof. Robertson,of the Dominion dairy
commission, leaves on his lecturing toli®
tomorrow in_ the maritime provinces.
Besides his lectures already announced,
he will also deliver-one in Antigonish, it
is thought, on the day before he lectures
in New Glasgow. If time will permit,
he will also deliver one more lecture in’
New Brunswick than those already stat-
ed.
The minister of agriculture announces
that applications for seed barley are
daily arriving in large numbers: e de-
sires that those in the maritime prov-
inces who wish to have supplies of this
barley forwarded to them would make
early application to insure them having
their supply in time for spring planting.

Hon. C. H. Tupper, minister o?murine
and fisheries, is expected back from
Washington to-morrow or Tuesday to
consult with his colleagues on fishery
matters. The report that complications
had arisen in connection with the negoti-
ations now going on at Washington is
entirely without foundation. In fact, so
far the negotiations have been of a most
satisfactory nature. Matters have pro-
ceeded so far that before the
next step is taken it has Dbeen
deemed better for Mr. Tupper to return
here to consult with the government
rather than that communications on
matters of policy should pass between
Ottawa and Washington by mail or wire,
neither of which are as satisfactory as
viva voce communication.

Surveying for a. new railway between
Ottawa and Parry sound on Georgian
bay has&'ust been commenced and it is
expected the construction will be com-
menced in the spring.

The New Century Club of Philadelphia
is not only the largest woman’s club in
the country, numbering more than 1,000
members, but it actually has a club
house all its own, which is to them just
what a man’s club is to him, a place of
convenience where members may go for
lunch, for sociability and recreation, a
trysting place for friends, a temple of
learning to hundreds.

In the first place. they own and occupy
an antire house of four stories, on the

ground floor of which is the office, where
the house mother presides: a cheery,
friendly body, whose desk and appar-
atus the girls appropriate as often as
they like. - Part of the library overruns
this room, and fills the room back of it
with books and periodicals. The girls
have free access to the library, and any
new book they iare desirous of reading
is purchased by the Board of Control at
their request, Cooking lessons are given
too, in the kitchen, at the rear of this
room and on the floor above are the as-
sembly room and Enr]or, quite preten-
tious in their furnishing, being decorated
by guild members who are acknowlegded
artists of Philadelphia. Here the music-
al club of the Century members meet
twice each month, and at theend of the
dias, beyond the grand piano, 1s a hand-
some cabinet type writer, given to the
guild by the manufacturer for the use
of its stenographic association, which
numbers farinto the hundreds. Twice
each week these fair stenographers
meet to discuss the literatnre of their
profession and study its latest methods.
They have banded together and resolved
not to work for less than a certain sum
and, as their ranks include the most
expert stenographers and typewriters
in the city, they can actually bull the
market. The literature class is taught

by Mrs. Keyes. a member of the famous

Blackburn Society, and its cou f five

years includes a comprehensive
nversal

of history and Shakespeare. Co
ion classes and trade classes are also
included in the general work, and a fine-

ly equipped gymnasium occu%ﬁs the top
floor, the gift oi Mr. George
All good things of employers are told and
recorded, but a black list is kept as well
of all undesirable people to work for.

The club is open for ali self supporting
women from every department of indus-
try, irrespective of color, age, creed, or
nationality. and its chief purpose is to
elevate the idea of labor among women.
Protection by cooperation is its policy,
as is evident in the bright little journal.
now in its third year, whose contribut-
ions are from club members only,
and which is circulated in nineteen
States, to show what women can do by
telling what women have done.
