For people who have plenty of money to 
spend fancy rings of emeralds and dia­
monds and" rubies and diamonds are 
frequently ordered. The sapphire is al­
so quite popular, but is always accom­
panied by a diamond when it is for an 
engagement ring.

At this house only pure while 
diamonds are sold for engagement rings#
Yellow diamonds of great beauty and 
diamonds of pink and blue shades are 
very fashionable for keepsakes.

A very handsome engagement ring is 
a single diamond with a ruby on the 
side and a sapphire on the other. Over 
these stones is a diamond crown set 
with very small gems. The price of 
this ring is $2,000. Another beautiful 
ring is a diamond and emerald twined 
in a small bow-knot of diamonds. The 
prece of this ring is $600.

A single diamond ring of beauty is 
worth $3,000.

Very pretty engagement rings can be 
bought for $50 and $100. Some of the 
diamonds in rings shown are from India 
and although these are not large they 
are of wonderful splendor.

There are many rings of great beauty, 
with the gems set entirely round the fin­
ger. These cost when the stones are 
small, $70, and run from that price op to 
$1,000. These, of course are not used for 
engagement rings, but are more suitable 
as mementos.

Fine emeralds are rare. These stones 
are never entirely perfect, and they now 
range in price nearly as high as dia- 
monda

A very pretty style of ring is that of 
the East Indian and Barmeson style.
It is a ruby set very high in a circle of 
tiny pansies made of platinum, with a 
diamond dewdrop in each one.

One style of ring is heart-shaped, en­
tirely studded with sapphires. This ia 
made so that it is exceedingly comfort­
able on the finger. These are sometimes 
made of diamonds and rubies, and three 
or four of them are worn at a time.

A quaint little ring is a study from the 
Chiliat Indians of our northwest coast; 
it is snake.like in form, and at the small 
end is a diamond and at the large end 
is a sapphire. This ring costs $60, and 
is very pretty.

An exceedingly pretty ring is one 
with a Maltese cross of enamel, set with 
diamonds. The cross can be opened by 
a little hinge, in which a portrait can be 
placed, which is covered with a diamond 
cut perfectly flat on the back, and 
through which the portrait can be seen.
This ring costs $175.

A curious ring is that where an antique 
scarabteiTS swings on a pivot of lotus 
leaves. This is a symbol of immortality.

A ring that has been very much liked 
is a lover’s ring, which has two hands 
clasped together at the top.

Women are at present wearing a 
small seal ring, for many hands look 
well with this kind of decoration. One 
with a violet colored sapphire of oblong 
shape for the seal is especially pretty.

Turquois rings are also mucfe. .worn.
mall rings set with these stones can bo 

bought from $4 to $5 each and from that 
to $75.

Men are wearing many rings at present.
Bloodstones and the sard, from deep red 
to brown, are fashionable. Often these 
rings have an inscription inside.

■Traders, Manufacturers and owners of Weights, 
Measures and Weighing Machines generally are 

a genuine, specially requested to read carefully the following 
instructions and act accordingly:

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for 
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for 
irregular inspections of the same, which may be 
made at any time when deemed r 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs 
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the performance of his duty under said Act, or 
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights 
and measures for inspection when calltd upon to 
do so by au inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner ol 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de­
mand from the officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate (“Form 0.6" with the words 
"Original for the Trader” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached ^to f^ant^f casb
