Berlin, Sept. 16.—The latest pu‘qlic ut-
terance of HBmperor William is his pro-
clamation issued from Schlobitten at t_he
conclusion of the army maneuvers, which
was uddressedEto the dpr%gidetntpgfl sg:::
provinces of East an es .
In it the emperor cordially thanked the
people of these portions of the empire,
in the name of himself and the empress,
for the magnificent reception which was
accorded to their majesties; The emper-
or also expressed gratitude for the atten-
tion and comfort ~bestowed upon t:he
troops who were quartered upon the in-
habitants during the maneuvers, adding:
“] am delighted to see that the memory
of my grandfather is kept alive in the
province of Koenigsberg.” On' the
whole the health of the army was good.
There were reports of choleraic cases
among the cavalry at the maneuvers,
but investigation of the troops showed
that they were mnfounded.

Emperor William expressed disappro-
val of the system of keeping the public
at a great distance from the army evo-
lutions. Much eomplaint has been heard
from the people on the subject recently.
During Emperor William’s criticism of
the day’s exercises at KElbin the police
began to roughly force back the crowds
which attempted to approach the spot
where the emperor was surrounded -by
the commanding officers. As soon as he
noticed the action of the police his ma-
jesty interfered ahd ordered the police
officers to allow the crowd to approach,
saying: “The people want to see the |
emperor, and the emperor wants to see
the people.””

As if to disprove the French statements
that he desired to discontinue the popular
celebration of Sedan, Emperor William
has announced his intention to have
brenze medals cast from the French
2uns which were captured in the war. of |
1870-71. and to distribute them on the :
twenty-fifth anniversary of .the battle” of
Sedan, September 2, 1895, to the surviv- !

eral. 'When, as we have lately seen so-
called “industrial armies” dissolve into
roving vagabonds and beggars, the ab-
surdity of their claims .and pretences
make them the subject of contempt and
ridicule; but if their mischievous doc-
trines have taken root among any class
of our people, and ‘their demeoralizing
‘raids upon the industry of the country
are likely to be repeated by themseives
or by others, it-is not by a thoughtless
and contemptuous word that the mention
of them can be wisely dismissed. KEs-
pecially is this the case .as regards the
members of the legal profession. A spe-
eial duty rests upon them to give ac-
tive and effective aid to established in-
stitutions whenever = revolutionary doc-
trines are brought forward, or when the
fundamental rights we had supposed
were made secure under constitutional
guarantees are invaded or appear to be
put in peril, The lawyer may very often
more effectually support the constitution
and laws by assisting to build up a pub-

-lic sentiment that ehall continue an im-

pregnable bulwark against those wno
through malice or ignorance or with rev-
olautionary purposes assail them, than it
would be possible for him to do by per-
sonal service as a soldier, or by aid in
the suppression of rebellion or or domes-
tic disorder. It is a low and very un-
worthy view any lawyer takes of his of-
ce, when he assumes that he has noth-
ing to do with public ignorance of tne
duty of subordination to-the institutions
of organized society, or with breaches of
law existing or threatened, except as he

" may be called upon to prosecute or de-

fend in the courts for a compensation
to be paid him.—Hon. Thomas M. Coo-
ley in the Forum.

COAST FORTIFICATIONS.

United States to Strengthen Coast Forts
and Barracks.

San Francisco, Sept. 17.—Assistant
Secretary of War J. E. Doe and Quar-
termaster-General Bachelder, of the U.S.
army, are now en route to the Pacific
coast from Washington. The object of
the visit of these army officials is said to
be in connection with General Schofield’s
proposed plan for the mobilization of a
greater number of federal troops in the
large cities. General Schofield has al-
ready taken steps to concentrate more
troops at central peints. In co-operation
with his plans the secretary of war has
detailed the assistant-secretary and the
quartermaster-general to inspect and re-
port upon the facilities at Chicago and
Omaha, Salt T.ake City, Denver, Leav-
enworth, El Paso, Vancouver and San
Francisco, where federal troops are now
stationed. Several of the more promi-
nent army garrisons have been inspected,
and the two officials mentigned will ar-
rive in San Francisco this week to inspect
the Presidio.
