How Cattlemen Can Secure F;ed
Under New_ Order

OrTawa In view of the seri
ous situation with respect to feed
for livestock that has arisen in cer-
tain parts of the western provinces
owing to the drought, it has been
found necessary for the govern-
ment to give some assistance to far
mers and stockmen in the dry area
in order to carry their eattle over
the winter. The dry area may be
defined as all that part of the pro
vinces of Alberta, Saskat¢chewan
and Manitoba lying roughly south
and west of a line drawn from We-
taskiwin to Camrose, north to Chip-
man, east to Lloydminster, south to
Chauvin, then to Elbow, Moose
Jaw, Weyburn, Virdesn, Souris and
south to the imternational boun

dary.

Hay brought into the dry area
over the C.P.R, the CN.R. or the
G.T.P. will be carried at no cost to
purchaser, as this will, be met by
the railways, the provincial govern-
ment and the federal government
payingmhl shares. The same ar-
_rengément applies to the transpor-
“tation of hay-making machinery
from points in the dry area to nor-
thern districts wheré hay can be
eut, and back to the point of origin.

7As to livestock, assistance will be
given to owners of less than one
hundred head of cattle or three
hundred sheep, and assisted ship-
ments will be limited to two car-
foads for each owner. The exact
amount of assistance has not yet
been decided upon, but if the rail-
ways and provinecial government
are prepared to do likewige, . ‘the
