A Soott Act Tragedy.

(Malifax Bcho, Juue 15,)

The Glace Bay tragedy furnishes
another example 6f the working of that
farce, the Scott Act. Glace Bay like
Sydney and the other Cupe Breten towns,
is supposed te be under the Scett Act a
L:quorless town, yot McRae's'saloon hss
beeun running for several years and te the
complete cogn:zance of the pelive. If
Glace Bay hid been under a proper civil-
1zed licensing system the chances are that
this crime Would not have been committed.
At least the police would have been
responsible for maintaining erder in the
saloon, which under the present system
they have no authotisty to de as usten ibly
the saloen does nst exist. Before the
orime twok place ene of the pelice force
heard the alteccation, but ceuld not guin
admittance te the building.

Thne Scott Act as it is administered in
Cape B eten, Picteu snd other counties
of this Praviuce, simply means that liquor
sollers pay their license in the way of »
yearly fine. It does not impose the
slightest restriction on selling; but it does
operate to make the selling tuke pluce
without any of the restrictions or safe-
gaards which an mdinary licensing system
imposes, Ualicensed bar reems are
almost invariably the scene of debsuchery
and crime; they are eonducted under a
system which isin itself a crime and are
pervaded by the atmoesphere of lawless-
ness which accompanies any act or system
which is in itself s breach efthe law.
Make mea habitu.l breikers of one law,
and it is much easier for thsm te break

orhers.

PULP MILL EXEMPTION
MEETINC.

A meeting of ratepayers of Chatham,
calied by Mr. R. A, Murdoch, Mayor of
Chatham, to consider the exemption of
the property of the Sulphite Fibre Com-
pany mill frem taxstion, was held in
Masenic hall here un Tuesday evening.
It was called t order by Mayor Murdech -
after eight o'clock, when he was
elected chairman and Town Clerk Guyner
Secretary.

The mayor made some remarks based
on the adveitisement calling the mesting.

Colonel J. D. B. F. Mackenzie stat.d
that he had intemnded to muke a speech on
the duty of the 1atepayers to encourage,in
every way, the resumotion of eperstions
by the pu'p mill, but he would de little
more, just now, than move the fellowing
resolution: —

Whereas, tince the suspension of work by
th~ Marit'me Sulphite Fibra Mill Ce. in
1901 the Tows has sustainéd great lons and
business intereste have msterislly suffered.

And wheress certain  dispmtes and
litigation that bave Leem pendiag for some-
time have been settled and disposed of and
the said property is new offered for sale snd
s clear title thereto guaranteed;

Aod Whereas it is in the best
interests of this community that said mill
should be agrio in eperation and im erder te
facilitate the pnrchase of the same it.is,
desirable that certain encouragement by way
of  exemptian from taxation for a period of
years nhould be given te sny person

purchasing said property;
Therefere Resolved ' that in. the
pinien eof this ing the said preperty
if purchased should be exempt frem
texstion for all Town and County rates fér
a peried of fifteen years, te date from the
day on which ssid mill commences operation,
and that as a farther inducement te
purchasers of ssid property this meeting of
rate payers agress thet the taxstion fer
Towa sund County rates for acheol purpeses
shall he made upem a valua*ion of said
nroperty net exceeding $100,000 as the
Legislature may de‘ermine;

And forther reselved that this mesting
authorize the members of the Legislature
representing the County of Northumberland
te take such steps as may be nrcessary
to effect the Legislation roqnlred to
carry  these rese'utions  inte effest
snd to give the exemption agreed teo.
Provided  always that there Resolutions
shall he noll and veid as respects the said’
property if the same be not purehased sud
operated as & yoing concern, and previded
also that if at amy time during the peried
mamed for exsmption the said mill should
be shut down and cease aperatiens, then the
said exemnptien te cease and determina.

The co'enel referred $o the comditions
which existed when the pulp mill was in
operation, explained its present pusitian,
dwelt en the benefits its respening would
be to the town and other advantages
which woa'd result from the passing ef the
resolution he had moved. Mr. J. Y.
Mersereau ded the reselution, which
was resd from the chair,

Mr. W. (. ‘Zimlow speke of the inter-
est all had in the resamption of the mill’s
operations and of the determination of the
value of 1esl eatate in the tswn by ressen
of ita clesing duwn. No prespective
purchaser had yet appearad whe weuld
entertain the idea of purchasing without
ubtaining cencessions such as those sought.
He dwelt on handicaps from which the
mill suffered by reason, as he thought,
of its loestion and mismanagement and—
te many who heard him—ixaggersted
them, becauss he seemed to think he
had a brief to do so. He was called
down by Premier Tweedie, from the sudi-
ence. Hs centinued aud said, the coun
cessions asked were net for the henefit of
the Bank of Montreal, but to induce seme-
one to come forward and buy snd oper-
ate the mill. Concluding, Mr., Winsiow
said 1t was the interest of all to biing
about the resumption of the mili's eperat-
ions. even though it raised wages, and
price of logs er the Miramichi. He saw
the premier of the proviace here, and
knowing he always led the prometion of
the interests of the community—the
lsboring men particularly—at least, be
hoped he weuld speak. (Applause.)

Hon. Dr. Tweedie, being called o the
platform by the Mayer sund audienoce said he
was interested im remembering that in
coonection with this pulp mill, he was
sometitnes ropresented as baving the inter-
ousts of the tewa at hears and, at ether times
oppesed te them. He desired to say, how-
ever, that there was no ecession fer any
heat in discussing the question over whish
the meeting was held. All other censider-
ations than thess really imvolved might be
laid aside. He would ask whether it was
in the intereat of Chstham thst the pulp
miil should resume its operations? JIf se he

A Sunday School Excursion
Steamer takes fire and
brings death to near-
ly 1000 vietims !

New York, Jone 15, ;

The three-decked excursion steamer Gen-
oral Slocum, belonging te the Kaickerbocker
Steambeat Co., was burned to the water's
sdge  off North Brother Island at the
eutrance of Loug Island Sound this morning,
'resalting in the death by burning er drown-
ing of as least six' hundred persens, mostly
women sad children., Foar hundred asnd
forty-seven bodies have already been recev-
ered. Divers are now busy taking bedies
trom the held of the vessel, and the bedies
of many who leaped into the river, bave met
yet beon. recuvered. :
