Regina, Sask., Sept. 9—The estimate of
the department of agriculture of the crop
of 1912 based on reports received from
1,800 correspondents, is as followe:

The total yield of wheat, oats, barley
and flax is estimated at 228,466,154 bushels,
or an increase’ of 15,755,801 bushels over
the crop of 1911. This was shown on an
estimated acreage of 582,350 acres.

ioiWheat shows an increase both in acre-

age and in average yield. Oats show an
increase in acreage, but a slight decrease
of the average yield, while barley and flax"
both' show increases in acreage and in
yields.

The distriet with the largest acreage un-
der barley is the southeastern, possibly on
aceount of the proximity to the United
States markets.

The increase in flax acreage is largest in
those districts which have the least rail-
way facilities, as the farmer with a long
haul ean obtain more money for his load
of flax than he can for any other kind of
grain. Heé can alsa get quicker refurns, as
flix’ is the most suitable crop for new
broken land.
