They shall certify the accuracy of
such map by a declaration to be at-
tached to it, under their hands and
seals, and shall particularize the
longitude and latitude of such points
in the said line as they may deem
proper.

One copy of such map shall be
transmitted to each Government by
its own Commissioners, and both
the High Contracting Parties agree
to consider such map and declara-
ration as finally and conclusively
fixing the said portion of the Boun-
dary between their respective terri-
tories.
