near the school 
When a creative 

playground was installed 
last year at St James 
school, many neighbors 
complained The trail is 
going to be so close to 
neighbors that we re con 
cerned." says Papineau

Gabriella Piotto, 
chairman of the educa­
tion committee, says a 
survey of the surrounding 
homeowners has already
