After

being so instructed, and before the appeal came up, the Indian

Agent wird the Department that four other cases of pot-

latches were coming up for hearing, and that as the Indians

had engaged et unsel he recompended that Council should attend

on behalf of the prosecution. The Department immediately

wired Mr. Sankler to attend at Albert Bay on these prosecu-

tions and the enclosed bill is for such services.
