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A partial analysis, hy Mr. Wait, of a sample of this mattrial,

dried at lOO' C, showed it to Iw composed of, approxiiiwiti'ly,

—minute grains of silici>ous sand "iTfO ; calcium carlxinato l->'2 ;

magnosiuni caibtnate -l-O ; ferric oxide, trace ; clay S-H llM)-0.

When moistened with water it forms a somewhat plastic mass,

which, when dried and burnt assumes a re<idish-wliite colour, is

tender, and readily fusible at an elevated temperature.
