EVICTION HORRORS.

—
GRAPHIO ACCOUNT OF THE RECENT
BOENES ON THE OLPHERT ESTATE,

The following graphie acsount of the
evictions on the Oiphert estates in Done
gol 1o taken from the letters of a corres.
pondent of the Dabiln Freeman's Jovrnal:
The opening dsy of the now eviction
csmpafgn on the Olphert estate was
uthered o by s fierce & storm as ever
swept the wild ard desolate hills of Dove-
gel.  All through Monday vight, Nov. 10,
the winds roared fu & dismal chorus and
the raln came down In torents, floodivg
the fields and the blighted potsto gardens
of the wretched pessantry. Tae storm
abated during the morniog, but the hil's
were shrouded in mist avd a biting wird
wos blowing when the sub sheriff, Mr,
Johu 8. McCay, snd the agent of the pro
perty, Mr. Hewson, and thelr party started
at 9:30 from Falcarragh, The evicting
forces couslsted of ove hundred and fifty
coustabulary —one hundred batonmen and
fifty men armed with rfles—under the
directlon of County Iuspector Miliing, aud
8ccompanied by thelr surgeon, Dr, Juyce
Oaptain Slacke, R. M,, wes In command of
the expedition, and Mr, Ultck Burke, R.
M, wes present in his cupsclty in case auy
arrests wers made durlog the course of
the proceedirgs. Half & dczen police cais
sccompauied the evictlog forces, The
evictions were witnesed by a larga party
of sympath'zers. After a etiff wmarch of
&0 hour and a balt over the mountaine,
through lards already evicted, passiug on
the way a Land Lesgue viliage where a
large number of tenavts are comfortably
houeed in pewly.crected cottages, we
arrived on the townland of Ardsbeg, the
scene of operatlona  The firet houce visited
was that of Neal Ferry and his wife aud
five children. A cordon of police was
drawn round the house at a d:stance of
about two bundred yards, and another
cordon immediately surrounded the house.
The people in the case of every eviction
were kept ontelde the outer ring, but the
mewbers of Parlinment,

and the members of the prees were ad-
mitted inside, and were able to see
through the ipner cordon the incidents
of each evietion, Six €mergencymen
now arrived on the ecene with a cart
containing scaling ladders, crowbars,
hatchets snd other implements of evic
tion, and proceeded to remove the fur-
niture from the house. When the
hougebold goods had been flung on the
roadeide, spome wocden laths were nailed
scross the doorwsy by the bailifls, the
sheriff pulled a straw from tbe roof of
the thatch and handed it to Hewson, the
agent, and with this formula the evic.
tion of Neal Ferry was completed, By
the next eviction an old widow named
Herragbty, ber eon Hugh and his wife
acd eight children were rendered home
less, During toe removal of the furni-
ture from tke cabin we could see Hugh
Herraghty at the door gesticulating
wildly, and shouting in Irieh, in which
the word ‘‘soggarth,” or priest, could be
distirguished, % He wants me,” said
Father Boyle, one of the priests of the
parish, 48 he left our group, and rushing
through the inner cordon he reached the
house, when be wus seized by two con
etables, and despite his protests that
somebody ill inside needed bhis ministra
tions, he was removed ountside the cor-
don sgain, by orders of County Inspec
tor Milling, who kept shouting: “Turn
bim out.” As a matter of iaci the wife
of Hugh Herraghty was in bed in the
eabin, week and ill after a confinement.
Dr. Joyce, the police surgeon, was sent
for by the eheriff. He certified that the
woman was well enough to be removed,
and removed she was forthwith with her
baby, a month old. After the police had
left the place tihe mother and child were
found lying on a few sacks in the shel-
ter of a gable of the house. Thne poor
womean was pale and emaciated, snd
wept bitterly. The ladies remained be-
maiced bebind for a time to give her
comfort, and 8ir John Swinburne, who
was deeply moved by the scene, asid if
he Lad perpetrated but one tenth of taat
cruelty on his estate in Staffordstire, he
would have been etrong up at his own
door by his terents, and the ccuntry
would have eanid, “Serve bhim right.”
That was a very hersh case, but a case of
still greater hardship was the eviction of
the widow Kate Gallagher and her
family. This poor woman had actually
paid her rent. It seems she holds
another piece of land as sub tensnt to
James Dugan, and in forwarding the
rent of her residential holding to the
agent she by mistake enclosed the evic-
tion notice she had received in respect
his sub tenancy, The agent findiog the
amount forwarded was far in excess ot
the debt due by Mrs. Galiagher as sub-
tenant to Dugan, applied it to wipe out
the arrears of Dugan, who was also under
notice of eviction, and eent Dugan

A CLEAR EECEIPT,

Mrs, Gallagher, on discovering ber error,
waited at once on the landlord, and he
promised her that everything would be
meade right by the agent, Tae way the
agent made things all right was evicting
the old woman, Thus ended the first
day’s woik.

On the 12th tho evictions were re.
sumed, The rain poured in torrents
all day, the wind came in ternfic gusts
from the Atlantic, and at times blew a
regular hurricane, The work of evic
tion was taken up at the point at which
it was left off on yesterday. The district
known as Derryconuner lies on a very re.
mote point of the seaboard, Access to
it was found extremely troublesome,
The cars accompanying the expedition
had to be left on the roadside, acd strik
ing a rough bridle path, we pursued our
way on foot in the wind and rain for
miles through tracts of bog and over
rocky etretches of mountain, It was 10
o'clock before the cry * halt » was heard.
We had reached the first of the houses
to be evicted. It was a small hovel,
built of rough, unhewn stones, placed on
each other higgledy piggeldy fashion,
with the interstices filled with clay, On
the walls thus erected, to a height of
about six feet, were placed some sticks in
the usual slanting fashion to form the
roof, and over the sticks a layer of sods
of heather, The roof was bound with
straw ropes as a protection from the

I'ne elements were nos so rough on
the 13:h, A few heavy showers fell at
intervals, but these apart, the weather
was favorable enough at times, Indeed
the sun shone briliiantly on the ecene,
and, adopting the advice of the old pro-
verb, the evictors made hay with a ven
geance. The evictions, owing princi
pally to the removal of the turniiure
from the houses by the tenants them
selves before the advent of the builifts,
were got through with astonisbing rapid
ity. When the sherift bad, in accord-
ance with the statute, ceased his labors
aL 3 o'clock, he had conveyed over thirty
bouses and holdiogs from the tenants to
the agent, Tae proceedings were
almoet entirely devoid of interest, Tae
evicted to day included babies in arme,
oclogenarians, the feeble, the halt and
even the biiad, lo one of the houses
an old woman totally blind was among
the occupants, aud ehe, like the rest,
Wwag put out, Oae widow, who bere the
ueme of the lanalord, Oiphert, was
lying in her bed dangerousiv ill when
the sherfl arrived, and Dr, Joyce, the
constabulary eurgeon, adyised that the
woman was unfiv to be removed, and,
the eviction being completed, she was
allowed the shelter of the house with her
son as caretsker, In avotuer of the
cabins & man nesmed Darby Carran, who
had reached the extreordinary age of
one huadred and 1ive years, was dis
covered. His cese was a peculisy one.
He was evicted in June last from a little
holaing on the property, and was hoepi.
tably received under the roof of E iward
Doogan,  To day Eiward Duogan was
evicted, and as Darby Curran was too
feeble to be removed tho tarce of ap.
pointing him caretaker was gone through
by the agent. The old man was lying

It was an-
nounced that despite the storm the
agent, Mr. Hewson, a young and active
man, insisted on the shenft znd his
brigade continuing the evictions, but
Qouaghan, the estate bailitf, o*jected,
Without Conaghan it was imposstbie to
proceed. He is the only man in the
sarvice of Mr. Olphert who can identify
the hou:zes of the tenants under writ
of eviction, and he is, therefore,
a Jamp to tho feet of the evic.
tors, and a light to their path, He
is a magnificent specimen ot the [rish
bailifl, a8 we know him in the dramas of
Dion Boucieauit and the stories of Carle
ton. Misshapen in figure, he limps,
drags one leg after him, and the features
of his face are scarred and battcred atter
many & quarrel, All through these evic-
tion campaigns he has headed the forces
of the sheriff, and brought them up hill
and down dale to the homes ot the
tenants to be evicted. Oa yester
day it was his fate to bring the
brigade to the cabin he himself
was born In, He sold the isterest In the
place & few yesrs ago for £20 103, and
when be appeared at the door uf the cabin
on yesterday a chorus of execraticns in
Irich was ralsed agalnet him by a number
of women who had assembled on the spot.
When the brigaie had left the people nged
tihe laths which the sheriff’s baliiffs bad
nalled across the doorway of the cabin to
form croeses, which they stuck in the roof
to mark the birth place of Coneghan, The
evictions were exvected to last through
the following week,
