Up to
the 4th instant many vessels were reported with
half fares, and if the fish continued asabundant
they would fill up by the first of August, and
reach bome much earlier than usual —Col.

As an evi-
dence of this fact, we state, that Major Nc!_u
and Murdoch McPherson, E¢q., received an in-
vitation from Colonel ScotT, the gentiemanly
and indefatigable Agent of the Company, to
visit the mines the last week, t0 witness the
raising of a column of coal, which is to be sent
to the Industrial Exhibition, at Montreal, Cana
da. They arrived just at the moment when the
raising of the column was and accord-
ing to their statement, a magnificient sight is
presented ; the column was thirty-three feet-
bigh, taken from a seam of that extent. It was
in blocks of about three feet in length and two
feet in width. There was a diflerence in the
appearance of the blocks, but all was pure
coal. ;
It will undoubtedly attract the attention of
His Royal Highness the Prince of Wales,and give
him a grand 1dea of the importance of the - coal
fields ot Nova Scotia.—Pictou Siandard.

United States.

Tae SLAVE TRADE.—In defiance of laws
inflicting the severest penalties, and the efforts
of government and of watchful individuals, the
African slave trade appears to bave become a
regular business in the United States, and the
perpetrators escape detection and punishment, in
nearly every instance. So far as the fitting out
ot slavers is concerned, it is now done with per-
fect impunity. It seems utterly impossible to
obtain any evidence against the vessels, even
after they bave gone to sea and been brought
back with all the preparation and equipment re-
quisite in the trade. In the last vessel seized at
New York, the Kate, the evidence was as strong
as it can be where the parties implicated refuse
to confess, and yet there is no evidence which
will bold. The mode now is to fit out the vessel
under fictitious names, with men of straw as
agents ; and the crew, under the bribe of a hand-
some bonus, are.ready to testify to knowing
nothing, beyond their shipment, as they suppose,
on a regular trader. In the case of the Kate,
the utmost that could be extracted from them,
though it was clearly manifest they were in the
secret, was that they had heard some talk about
the vessel being bound for a cargo of black birds.

How many of these slavers land their cargoes
in Cuba, and bow many in the United States,
can only be comjectured, bnt it is probable that
many more are smuggled into the United States

. tkan any one not in the trade suspects.

So long as the high price of cotton and sugar
continues, it is not probable that any effectual
check can be given to this nefarious traffic, or to
the coolie trade, which in some cases is quite as
bad as the African slave trade. Fortunately,
however, there is good reason to believe that the
trade will not long continue so lacrative. There
are now visible decided symptoms tbat the supply
of cotton is a little in advance, instead of as for
some years past, short of the consumption. Un-
der this state of things the price ok slaves must
decline, and a dull and declining market will
produce a reform which neither law nor public
opinion, manifested in-tbe most decided manner,
have yet been able to enforce.— American Tra-
veller.

sailed hence, it cannot but .be a source of in-
creased gratification now to find that the latest,
and certainly by no means the least important,
of them all, is now to depart from our shores.”

The reply was as follows :—

Mr. Mayor and Gentleman,~I thank you
warmly for this address, for the expression o
your loyalty and devotion to the Queen, and for
the kind sentiments to myself, which characterise
this farewell from your important town on the
eve of my departure for a short time from my
native land. You may wel look back w.nh

ride to the fact that many eminent colonists
Eave embarked on their great mission from your
shores

It sball ot be my fault if I fail to convey to
our bretbren across the Atlantic the feelings en-
tertained by the Queen and the people of Eng-
land for the descendants of those men and for
the countries which tbey bave founded. .

I 2o to the great possessions of the Queen in
North America with a lively anticipation of the

leasure which the sight of a noble land, great
works of nature and of buman skill,and a gener-
ous and active people must preduce ;-and 1 shall
endeavour to bring bome with.me such informa.

my associations with my countrymen

On Icavngxg the port
tbe Prince was saluted by the fl-et in port, the
artillery, and the Cornish Volunteers; and was
accompanied by a large squadron part of the way
across the Atlantic.

ARRIVAL AT NEWFOUNDLAND.

At .7 o'clock on the evening of the 23rd, the
Hero and Ariadne, arrived in St. Jobn's barbor.
Roval salutes was fired, and the greatest entbu
siasmn amongst the people prevailed. On the
morning of the 24th the rain fell in torrents, and
the landing was postponed till noon when hie
Royal Highness and suite landed from the Hero,
under royal salutes from the citadel, .lnd the
Ariadne and Flying Fish, tbe yards of which ves.
sels were manned, as were those of gho French
war steamer Jerastus, in port at the time.

The preparations of our Colonial bretheren
were overy way creditable and the reception to
His Royal Highness wu.clnncten:ed !:x all l‘ht

Syrian Massacre.

Dr. G. M. Wortabet has written a letter to
the London Times upon this subject, from which
we make an extract :—

“ My eyes swim in tears as I think of these
atrocities, and I rejoice that the Christian Pow-
ers have issued stringent instructions to putas
stop to these barrible deeds of rapine, dishonor,
and blood. I that these instructions will
not be found too late, and that the cities of Sy-
ria may not be visited with massacres as relent-
less as that of Cawnpore. Aiready a panic bas
struck bearts of the Christians from Aleppo, in
the north to Gaza in the south Neitber life,
bonour, nor property are sate, and as the Chris-
tians retire 1o their couches at night, they bid
each otber an eternal farewell, not knowing but
before the morning they wou'd be the victims of
Islam batred, and gone 10 render their account to
Him to whom tbey look alone in the siient
watches of these fearful nights for protection snd
deliverance. According to the last accounts 16,-
000 families have been rendered bomeless, thou
sands upon thousands have been massacred. An
eye witness says that defenceless women and
bel intants were bayoneted by regular troops
at the gate of Sibon ; and what is worse, a famine
stares the rest in the face. Thousandsof Chris-
tians are in the cities of Syria surrounded

obammedans. What security bave they, 1

ou, for lbehi.r lives, bon«:, and property ?ho}
now not t nn-ftho(t garrisons in eac
these cities ; what I want to say is this—we bave
Do time to over the ; time must be
taken by the forelock, and I appeal to England
to assist on Turkey strongly garrisoning those
cities and maintaining order ; otherwise we
l::mld ooo:“h:n todluun; worse d‘inucn than
ve yet recorded. rom experi-
enes.’ I know what my Mm-dnn nepi‘:b-
bours are ; the tragedy of Aleppo, when the
Moslems rose upon the night of the 17th of Oct.,
1850, and committed the same deeds of borror
as are now recorded, is still fresh in the memory
of Christendom.”

MystERIOUS HIGHEWA Y.—Many of our read-
ers bave no doubt heard of a road that was dis-
covered some years ago in the depths of the
woods south of River. It was much talked
of at the time ; but whether any notice was
taken of it by the Press, we koow not. It is
not a great while since it was reported that golden
ore was abundant along the road to which we
refer ; and a mania for mining in search of mi-
peral auriferous wealth, drew bundreds to the
spo'. By these adventurers in search of mineral
treasures it was deemed another California, in-
exhaustible in gold. Of course none of that
precious melal was found ; but it is certain there
18 a road stretching *through the wilderness,
many leagues in extent, about fifteen or twenty
miles south of the Annapolis River. When,
and by whom, that road was made will p: obably
forever remain a mere matter of conjecture or
speculation. It is manifestly a mysterious relic
of antiquity.

We bad an interview with an intelligent gen-
tieman a few days ago, who bad been on the spot,
and whose veracity is unquestionable He states
that he travelled on the road several miles, and
as far as be went, he found it perfectiy smooth,
uniform in width, (about two rods) direct in its
course, passing over barrens and through swamps
with littie deviation. He also stated that be bas
beard that it bad been traced eastwardly almost
to the Basin of Minas, #s well as several leagués
westwardly from the district in the rear of Bear
River. e road appears to have been well
made ; but the points which it was intended to
connect by this travelling line of communication,
are unknown This marvellous bighway runs
mostly through a region too barren for agricul-
tural purposes. In fact, the surface of the coun-
try, generally speaking is covered with buge
granite boulders ; and the soil is too sterile to
produce a heavy growth of wood. Strange to
say, however, this road seems to bave been
formed of sand and gravel, admirably adapted
for the pur The material does not appear
to bave belonged to that region. Our informant
states that there is one place on this line where
an artificial mound of gravel and sand, about
thirty feet in beight, and about an acre in area,
bas been thrown up, while all around there is
nothing but gramite. It is a strange fact roo,
that along this road the rocks on each side ap
pear to be filled up, while the gravel on the road
18 several feet in depth  All we kmow of this
ancient line of thoroughfare is gatbered from the
hearsay of others ; and we should be glad to re-
ceive further information from persons who bave
personally visited that locality.— Digby Acadian

Tne GREaT RivER AMAZON.—The Ama-
zon, the largest river ic the world, bas a drai
nage nwlilbm times as large as that of all the
rivers of Europe that emp:ty tbemselves into
the Atlantic. This plain is entirely covered
with dense, primeval forest., through which the
only pa'hs are those made by the river and ity
incumerable tributaries. This forest is literally
impenetrable. Humboldt remarks that 1wo
mission stations might be only a few miles apart,
and et the residents would require a day and a
balf to visit each other, along the windings of
small streams. Even the wild animals get in-
volved in such impenetrable masses of wood,
that tbey (even the jaguar) live for a long
time in the trees, a terror to the monkeys, whose
domain they bave invaded.

These trees oiten measure from eight to twelve
feet in diameter ; and the i-tervals are occu-
picd by shrub-like plants, which bere, in these
tropical regons, become aborescent. The ori-
gin of the Amazon is unknown ; it is navigable
for two thousand miles from the ocean; i3 i8
nearly one hundred miles wide at the mouth,
and in some places six bundred feet deep;
and its torrent projects, as it were, into the
ocean, more than three hundred miles, percep-
tibly aliering its waters at this distance from the
American shores.

He mentioned tbat the present standing army of
France could only be intended for purposes of
aggression, and that the navy of France was
bardly inferior to our own. No wonder that
Louis Napoleon on the receipt of this speech, de-
layed at the eleventh bour bis contemplated visit
to Chalone.

It was declared a few days back that the King
of Naples bad issued orders for the royal troops
to evacuate Sicily. Bat this statement appears
to bave been premature, for the telegraph as-
sures us that there was some bard fighting be-
tween the islanders amd the t of Bomba. It
i stated that, onghe 20th, Garibaldi attacked
the town of Melazz> with the bayonet, when 580
Neapolitans were disposed of. ~Ultimately, the
King's troops withdrew to the citadel

A number of young Irishmen, who were in-
duced to enlist under the banners of Pio Nono,
less it is believed 1hroagh religions than ambitious
views, bave roached London and Dublin on their
way back, objects of pity, because of their half-
starved, balf-clad sppearance.

The meeting between the two greatest Sove-
reigns in Ge:many ai Toplitz, in Austria, bas
taken place, and it is believed that the result
bas been an alhance between them, offensive
and defensive, in the event of the dominions of
either beiny attacke.)

Paris, July 27 —The Constilutionnel ans
nounces thit Lord Joha Rassell bas authorised
Lord Cowley to come to some understanding
with France respeciing the expedition to Syria
The Constitutionne! also says, as all the Powers
agree upon that question, the assent ot Turkey
will necessarily follow. France, who in all this
affair bas assumed 1he energetic attitude most
proper to raise the courage of the oppressed
tribes, wiil also show a moderation which cannot
fail to inspire the European Governments with
confidence, and which 1s the invariable rule of
ber policy.

The KEmperor intends to visit Corsica and
Algeria during the summer.

It is stated that Garibaldi suffered great losses
in the engag-ment near Melazzo, and was wonnd-
ed in the foot.

Thbe official Dresden Journal, in an article on
the interview of the two Sovereigns at Toplitz,
says there appears to be reason (o suppose
that the meeting of the Emperor and the Prince
Regent, and ot their principal Ministers, will
bave a material influence in bringing about a
complete understanding between Austria and
Prussia, so much to be desired, for the welfare
of Germany, and that the Toplitz meeting will
prove a fresh guarantee lor the protection of the
interests and the maintenance of the integrity of
the great German Fatberland.

Up to thi» moment the Porte has not given its

reply to the proposals relative to an European
intervention m Syria. It is almost certain, how-
ever, that the reply of the Porte to the said pro-
posals wiil be negative.
Eogliod bas no ia‘ention of abandoning the un
tortunate Chris ians in Syria. She claims ex
emplary punishment of the principal authors of
the late massacres, and that the administration of
Syria should be recognised, in order that the
Maronites might obtain the wmost efficacious
guarantee for the fauture. On Saturday last
M. Thouvenel charged the Margnis De Lave-
lette by telezraph to urge upon the Divan to
adbere without delay to the convention respec-
ting an armed intervention in Syria, but nore-
ply has yet been received from tbe Porte.

The Patrie of this evening says the Great
Powers haviog given their adbesion in principle
to the proposals of France, conterences of their
representatives have been beld in order to settle
the details of the cxpedition It is asserted that
the definite convention will be signed very soon.
