It has the strong-st hold oo the minds
of the pessantry, the descendants of the people
who suffsred most bitterly in that dreadful pe-
riod, but all classes entertain it Lo a degree,—
few are 80 reckless or profane as to see without
fear, or displessure, & slight put upon bread;
and that briogs me to my little story.

1813, a poriion of it passed through Saxony—a
proud, exuliant set of fighters and spoilers, mak-
iog free with all thgt came in their way, and of-
ten iosuiting the uncflending people.

We do noteven know whether he com-
plied with this apostolic advice, for he might,
no doubt, ionocently fail to comply with it
Some annotators do not think the passage a
part of the epistie proper, but an appended note.
Paul, too, would have his som use but a * little
wine,” and that, too, mingled with water, show-
ing how abstemiousand careful it is peoper to
be in the use of stimulants even for those en-
feebled by disease.
