One company alone has had to meet eight
thousand claims.

Tout Paris,-a social register of the
French capital, just issued, contains the
names of 1,500 Parisians killed on the
battlefield up to February 25, 1915. In-
cluded in thisS number are the names of
20 generals, 367 other officers, 14 priests
and 193 titled members of the aristocracy.

The register also gives ina separate
list, the names of 200 society people in the
Tout 1 arts of last year, who are now class-
ed as " undesirable. ”

This list includes Germans,
and Turks.

——A Reuter dispatch from Amster-
dam says the Maasbode has learned that
Mgr. Nolens has left for Rome on a mis-
sion for the Dutch government, concern-
ing the restoration of the Netherlands
representation at the Vatican.

Willard said the champion handed Char-
les Culler, the wrestler, who first attempt-
ed to develop him as a heavyweight boxer,
a cheque for $1,250, as compensation for
the Chicagonian'’s services. Cutler abtain-
ed a judgement in Milwaukee for $2,500,
but when they met yesterday a com-
promise was reached and Cutler cut the
judgement in half.

——A heavy fall of snow on Aprll 21
interfered with the horse show at Calgary,

POSTAL LAWS OF CANADA

-
Post Office Department,
Ottawa, Canada.
Under the Post Office Act, Sections 65
and 66, the Postmaster General has the
exclusive privilege of receiving, collecting,
conveying and delivering letters within
Canada.
Bills and accounts whether in open or
sealed envelopes, as well as circulars or
other printed matter enclosed in enve-
lopes sealed or ready to be sealed, are
“Letters” within the meaning of the Post
Office Act.

There is a penalty under Section 136 of

the Post Office Act which may amount to
$20.00.for each letter unlawfully carried.
It has been brought to the attention of
the Post Office Department that" .some
business firms desiring to avoid paying
the War Tax which became effective on
the 15th April, propose making arrange-
Jments for the delivery. of .
circulars, etc., through means other than
the Post Office, contrary to the Postal
Act, and a warning is hereby given that
the Post Office Department intends to in-
sist that the law shall be rigidly lived up
to, and will in no circumstances allow
these parties to avoid paying the one cent
tax which has been imposed for war pur-
poses.
All letters conveyed, received, collected,
sent or delivered in contravention of the
Post Office Act will be seized and neces-
sary steps immediately taken for the
prosecution of the offenders in all cases
where the law has been contravened.

Railway work, and his purpose will be
chiefly to discuss where this money went
and suggest wherever restitution is pos-
sible. A strong effort will be made by the
government to compel the _return of
moneys which were got by “legal” robbery.
