Cannon will boon here to-night and 

to-morrow afternoon and night. Mod­
ern warfare and just what it means to 
those who take part in it will be 
shown by means of motion pictures at 
the .Colonial Theatre.

The seven reels of active war scenes 
form the most thrilling and the most 
accurate report of the great European 
conflict that has yet reached Canada. 
They have nothing in common in 
merit or magnitude with any other 
presentation.

Actual conflicts in all their strategy, 
their relentlessness, their quick and 
decisive action and their varying re­
sults, are depicted plainly and con- 
cerutive.lyj There is not a foot 1 of 
uninteresting or uninstructive film in 
tbe' 7’000 feet. Skirmishes between the 
allies and the German forces are pic­
tured, the surrender of a German

Every incident on the screen is ex­
plained in detail by a lecturer, who 
makes a day-to-day study of the ever- 
changing conditions in the theatres of 
fighting. The pictures serve admirably 
to supplement and to illustrate the 
news the world is getting on the 
struggle. The clearness and graphic 
exactness of the films suggest that if 
they were to be preserved with care 
thy would form 9, wonderful living 
record of the greatest of all conflicts 
for generations as yet unborn to study f 
in connection with the printed ac- 
counts of the campaign. ot
