Any man with a Christ­
ian mother should become a Christ­
ian in order that, he might not lay 
a heavy burden of sorrow upon her. 
The same applied to the case rf 
husband and wile, for religion is 
essential to the true spirit of do­
mestic happiness, and in the family 
whore one. member is not a Christ­
ian, the sense of unity is shattered.

The fourth reason for being a 
Christian was found in the Kiugr 
dom of Cod, a kingdom established 
over 1 BOO years ago and 
spreading its banners throughout 
the world which had so great need 
of it to-day.
