C‘Mt_:ago, Oct. I8.—Acknowledging
his inability . to pay his biils, John
Alexander . Dowie, the reincarnation
of Elijah, the prophet, has issued a
letter to - his disciples pleading for
money “‘in sums of $5 and upward,”
In the same letter he asserts that
his assets are $23,736,152, yet yes-
terday, when W. M. Hoyt & Co
made a demand upon Dowie's agent
for $31, the amount of a bill long
overdue, the agent protestéd he did
not have the money, but would try
to get it together by tomorrow.

, In_his begging letter Dowie begins
by telling about Zion's flourishing
condition. ~“Then he declares that
the people who are. trying to collect
bills from him at this time are “‘the
enemies of God.”” Extracts from the
letter follow :

‘‘Unexpected difficulties have made
it impossible to get together suffici-
ent sums to meet the current obliga-
tions. of Zion. ' Therefore 1 send
forth this appeal, asking every mem-
ber to immediately take action upon
it, g0 that T may be able to dis-
charge immediately all open accounts
without further delay, and so main-
tain the good name which Zion has
borne for prompt settlements.

#T do not ask for gifts to help the
great financial and commercial insti-
tutions of Zion, but I lovingly di-
rect you, as God's minister and your
