Wolfville to Halifax. Our thoughts on
this first stage of the journey are of a
| mixed character, as always on such oceca-
{sions, Past and future, memory and
{ aticipation unite to form a curions con-
| glomerate of feelings, A man about to
take a journey to a land unvisited as yet,
| occupies a peculiar position. He is|
'dnunllr-»l_v leaving the known and famil- |
{iar to hazard exploration of the hitherto
Unknown, He coes forth to gaze upon
scenes that ne’er before have blessed his
vision, nor ever may again, What he
will meet, and who, and what adven-
tures will befall him : on all these sub-
jects he is a complete ignoramus, But
we live in a practical age, Most men
nowadays moralize not on fature un-
knowablenesses, They march into the
Unexplore1 as placidly as a cow backs
into a bieyele.

On a brigkt Mav morning we ster on

board the Allan Line 8.8, “Nova Sco-
tian.” This boat is by no means in its
childhood, but our unfastidious taste
finds ample room on board and excellent
accommodation. The 12 o’clock gun
now gounds from Citadel Hill, Almost
before the smoke has cleared the ship’s
moorings are loosed and the ship with
its multiform cargo is free and afloat.
n slow and stately grandeur we steam
down the harbor, pest the British war-
ships, busily engaged in waiting for a
war to break out, past the Citadel, from
the summit of which waves the sacred
standard of the world’s greatest empire,
past the lumber-wharf, the Insane Asy-
lum, the Artillery Park, Fort Pleacant,
|Nuw from the Bnrrnci(s on George's
Island a farewell salute is fired, and a
last look toward the city shows spire and
roof and battlement bathed in a glory
horrowed from the noon-day sun, Along
’ the calm waters stretches a line of light,
The sea in myriad crystal forms sparkies
aud glistens,  Our thoughts grow even
sentimentnl as, standing at the bowsprit
now we view the ocean “wild and wide,”
the heautiful green ocean, whose liqnid
depthe, like maiden’s dreamy eyes, ‘re-
veal 80 much, conceal so much.” The
gentle spring-time zephyrs, incense-laden
from the sunny south,” whisper to us of
the delights which crown and beautify
a_journey over the domains of Father
Neptune, Suddenly in the distance is
heard the summons to dinner, and as
suddenly do we transfer our thoughts
from the hazy, vague, unreal, and theo-
retical to the intensely real and prac-
tical,

The repast at length ended we return
to the main deck, but alas, the scene has
changed. The blue coast-line is fading
rapidly behind ns: loved Seotia is mod-
estly retiring from our view. Other
changes are apparent. The “beautiful
green ocean” is becoming uneasy, fear-
fully uneasy, and the “Anstral zephyrs”
have yielded place to Boreas, Under
the circumstances we feel that the seclns-
ion of the state room is desivable, This
we seek. Next morning all is again
bright and pleasant, nnﬁ 80 continues
for the remainder of the voyage. Dur-
ing the second day out we amuse our-
selves by courting monotony : very
solemn business, At dawn the following
day the rocky coast-line of Newfound-
land is sighted. A brief extract from
my note-hook at this point will be ap-
propriate. It reads as follows: ‘“May
13th, Wednesday, 7:50 a. m.—A charm-
ingday. I came on deck some 10 minutes
ago, and was surprised to find that we
were running along quite cioge to land.
A little ahead of us to the right is a huge
ice-berg. The coast is rugged, woody,
and unenltivated. Patches of snow lie
along, telling of the difference in temper
ature between this land and “old
Nova Scotia,”

We gail along past 40 or 50 miles of
barren, rock-bound coast, passing lmge
head-lands and rocky promontories, while
mountain peaks lif{ themselves skyward
in the distance, Bhortly after 12 o'clock
we enter the harbor of 8t Johus. In
order to do this it is necessary to pabs
between two mighty bluffs that tower on
either side the entrance, like sturdy
tentinels, ever watchful, never dying,
placed there by that Hand that ordereth
all things aright. These rocky cliffs rise
on our right and left to the respective
lieights of 800 and 700 feet, and are
separated by a narrow and deelp channel,
Surmounting the right-hand bluff, as we
enter, is a fortress ancient and long-since
disnged.  As we look up to it, and then
at the gigantic uatwal barviers on either
side of us, we eamnot but reflect how
readily this barbor-entrance could be
converted into an impregnable defence
for the city against invaders. But of
what use is it to a land like this, barven
and almost unhabited? Time will tell,
At present it seems to skelter the people
of St Johus from the chilly sea-breezes
and the iugidious fogs, 1t ‘also protects
theshipping from the assaults of impolite
gales,

The harbor is a particularly good one:
It stretches up for some distauce, and is
oval in form, the entrance being a little
below the apex on one side, A large

and beauty, lie at tbe wharves and at
anchor in the stream. Soveral sealing-

steamers, grimy, glum and greasy, are

objects worthy our brief attention,” Two
or ihree tug-boats, noisy and jolly as is
the babit of their kind, give a semblance
of liveliness to the scene, e, with a

DEAR AcaDIAN,—You published Jast
week the report of King's Co. Agricul-
tural Society, and as quite a number of
your readers should be interested in the
Society, perhaps you can find space for
something more on the same subject.
King’s Co. Agricultural society antedates
every other soeiety in the county thirty
years, and is, in fact, the oldest Agricul-
tural Society in the Province. In two
more _years we can celebrate its een-
tennial,

Duncan Campbell, in his essay on
Agriculture, states, that through the
influence of the famous “Agricola let-
ters,”” a meeting was held in Halifax in
December, 1818, for the purpose of
instituting a central Society of Agricul-
ture, and the first meeting was held in
April, 1819, and fourteen societies
throughout the Province were formed
at this time. This is his account ot the
origin of the Agricultural Societies in
Nova Scotia, bat on the 1oth day of
December, 1789, twenty-nine years pre-
vious to the institution of the Central
Ascociation, the leading men of Horton
met togethsr and formed a society, *“For
the Better Improvement of Husbandry,
Encouragement of Mannfacturers, Culti-
vation of Social Virtue, Acquirement of
Useful Knowledge, and to promote the
Good Order and Well-being of the Com-
munity.” This Society was called
“Colonica Societas” and had a geal with
a Plow engraven on it and the motto
“Vive ut vivas,” The first officers elect-
ed were: Jonathan Crowe, President ;
John Thos. Hill, Vice ; James N, Shor-
man, Treasurer ; James Fullerton, Sec-
retary ; and David Dennison, Steward.

This Colonicas Societas is our Society
of to-day, which was formed nearly
thirty years before John Young, the
Father of the Art in Nova Scotia, had
created a general interest in the subject
of Agriculture by his “Letters of Agri-
cola,” published in the old Acadian Re-
corder. This grand old Society with its
long roll of honorable names, its wealth
of associations, and history of improve-
ments in stock and farming in general,
has come down to us of to-day as a sacred
trust. I would ask the members, Are
we true to that trust? How is the So-
ciety prospering in our hands? The
report says there is a bona fide member-
ship of 55, At the last annual meeting
the President, Secretary, two Directors,
and two private members were all in
attendance. Six members out of fifty.
five, barely a quorum, to elect the

annual meeting ! Such a state of affairs
ie a disgrace ‘o the farmers of Horton
and base ingratitude to the Society which
has doneso much for them. What is
the cause of this indifference?
members dissatisfied with the officers and
directors, or the way in which the busi-
ness is done? This is no excuse ;
election of officers is in their hands, Are
there no pecuniary advantages in con,
nection with the Society ? The annual
fee for membership is only two dollars,
and last year a very fine thoroughbred
Short-horn bull was purchased for §o5
and his services given to members for
50 eents ; a bonus of $10 was paid for a
Jersey bull on same terms, and the same
bonus paid for a Shorthorn for use of
members in Ayonport, This is not very
much, but it is wortha good deal indi-
reetly. and a hundred times more could
be done if the Society was well supported,
Instead of 55 members we should have
500, Our district extends from the
county line at Hantsport, taking in J, B,
North, to the western limit of Green-
wich, including Gaspercan and Long
Island. Out of this rich and populous
district we should have at least soo
members. The Provineial grant is based
on the membership fees, e draw about
$30 for our fifty odd members, Five
