It bas been asserted,
especially by those who maintain the
monstrous vpinion that St. Peter never
was at Rome, that we must take the
word literally for Babylon on the Eu-
hrates. These authors do not remem-
that the Jews had beem driven from
Babylon and Beleucia o.l short time
previggs to the writing this epistle,
and we caiitit suppose that St. Peter
the Apostle of the circumcision, would

could find nome of his mation.
Epistle St. Peter says that St. Mark
was with him; we kmow from the

at Rome about this time. It has been
said that in an Epistle in which there
existalno allegory,nor allegorical formol
speech, St. Peter could mot, without
some qualification, call Rome by the
vame of Babylon. Now, be it ob-
served, that Saint Peter wrote W
those Jewish converts who were fa-
wiliar with the writings cf the Pro-
phets, by whom Rome, the centre of
paganism, is frequently designated by
that appellation. [ might cite the
example of Latber, who, without pre-
vious allusion to the Apnonllpn. dates
bis letter, written at Wartharg, from
the Island of Patmos.”—(History of the
Church).

Wishing, however, to give satisfac-
tion to my readers on this important
point, I will here name some illustrious
ancient aathors, who plainly assert
that St. Peter went to e; othecs,
that be was the firet 10 teach there;
others, that he there held the Pontifical
Ioman See for twenty-five years;
others, that he died there a martyr,
being suspended on the cross, and that
bis successors, the Bishops of Rome,
were sitting on the chair of Peter

St. Peter went to Rome and first taught
C hristianity there.

Thus St. Leo says : “ The most blessed
Peter, the Prince of the Apostolic Order,
is destined to be the bulwark of the
Roman Empire.” (First sermon on the
Birthday of the Apostles.)

Theodoret says plainly that St. Peter
was the first to dispense the Evan-
gelical doctrine to the Romans. The
same thingis said by Eusebius. (His
tory, Book 11, chap. xiv.)

Paul Orosius in the seventh book of
his History (chap. vi.) confirms the samne
thing in these words : * In the beginning
of the reign of Clandius, Peter, the
Apostle of our Lord Jesus Christ, came
to Rome, taught with faithful words the
saving faith, and confirmed it with very
