OCEANICA.

This geographical name embraces
more than 2,000 islands yarying in
gize from a coutinent to a tiny speck
on the bosom of the pathlass s»as.
The ieland world has been divided
into no fewer thap thirty-eight dis-
tinct groups, the most numérous of
whbich, the Phillipine group, has
400 isjands and more than 4,000,000
of inhabitants, 3,500,080 of whcm
are Catholice. In many of these is-
lands our missionaries, unknown to
the world, are spreading around
them the blessings of religion and
Qoristian enlightenment amid un-
told privations and with & heroism
that hss never been surpassed. For
instance, the Tonga group now
reckons its 7,000 fervent C:tholics.
A writer, Mr. Browne, who, under
the name of Rolf Boldrewood, has
done 8o much to promote Australian
literature among ur, thus writes of
this interesting mission: {* At the
Marist mission in Tongatabu I wag

What shsall I
say of the other Protestant missions
throughout the Pacific? There are,
we are told, 2,260 stations in 350
islande, and yet according to the
latest reliable report by Rav. James
Dennis of the ‘American Presbyter-
ian Mission (“ Foreign Missions
After number ot Protestant commu-
nicants is Century,” London, 1893),
the whole set down at §8,(00,
which is' little more than half the
cumber of the Catholic converte.
From all the Protestant missions in
theese iejf‘ands the sawe story comes,
that the native razes are dying
away. The contrary is ssen in
Wallis and Futuna and the Gams
bier Islands, where, under the be-
nign iofluence of the Catholic
Church, the native population has
steadily grown in numbers and
material prosperity.

SCOTLAND.

The golden jubilee of St. Jobn’s
Church, Glasgow, was celebrated on
a recent Surday, with great selamn-
ity. What lent an additionsl in-
terest to the celebration was the
fact that the services, morning and
evening, were to be the last cervices
held in the present building, which
is to be at onge demolished and re-
placed by a more commodious and
handsomer edifice, so that with the
el:bration of the golden jubiles of
the church its record is brought to
a termination. During the week a
retreat for the members of the con-
gregation was conducted by priests
who were formerly stationed in St.
John’s, includidg Very Roav. Canon
Mackintosb, Very Rev. Canon Car
mickael, Rev: T. P. O'Riclly; M. R.
Rev. Father Van Heeke, Rev:
Fatker J. L. Murpby, etc. The
mission of St. John is one of the oli-
est in the Archdiocese of Glasgow,
and has been prominently associated
with the developement of Catholi-
cigm in ard around Glasgow. The
ground upon which the church
stands was occupied in the esrly
years of the present century by a
chool, one of the class known as
Lancastrian, from their fouoder,
Tohn Lancaster, a famous edneation
st, It was purchased by the late
Bishop Scott,' and was qpened aa a
@atholic echool for Gorbals in 1826,
and also served asa chapel for a
considerable number of years, being
gerved by priests from St. Andrew’s.
The building was extended in {,_&4;’;‘
and & house for clergy was built:
they took possession in the same
year, solemn high Mass being cele-
brated on the first Suunday in Lont,
1846. Johnstone Town Counci| has
for the first time in its history elect-
ed a Catholic magistrate—Bailie
Allan—wha is syre to fulil the
duties of the office creditably, both
from a religious and civic point of
view.

Thr fourth report of the Congest-
ed Districts Roard for Ireland, re-
eords a continuation of the excellent
work described in previous reports.
Among the recent developments of
the congested districts ig tha pur:
ohase of Clare Island for £5,000, and
the Board is now fencing off the
tillage land from the commonage
grazing, and a scheme is in course
of preparation for re.applotting the
island 'on somewhat the same lines
as were followed in the case of the
French estate. The Foxford waol-
en factory hag made remarkable pro-
gresg, but the success of the Balla-
ghaderin hosiery factory is doubtfal.
Assistance has been given to the
Irish Industries Aseociation in de-
veloping the spinning and weaving
home industries in South Donegsl,
and have made advances to weavers
for the purghase oflaoms. Among
ather good works the Board bas as-
sisted the telegraphio extensions by
contributing to guarantees jfor tele-
graphio offices at five places in the
counties -Donegal, Mayo, Galway

Relying on the big
towns the Liberals thig year have
had a finsl test of their strength.
The result of the elections just de-
clared show the Catholics to have
once more swept the field. Let
those who imag'ne that the Catho-
lic Churoch is opposed to freedom of
the franchise and intellectual pro-
gress look to Belgium. Manhood
suffrage, education and growth of
prosperity among the people are the
facts that account for Belgium’s
emphatic protest againgt Sooialistic
tyranny.—Catholic Register.
