That was lasf Janu-
ary, and T have beén here ever since,
waiting for the frost to go to allow
work to proceed. . Last week, the first
work to open was the laying of tram-
way lines. - I, along  with’ hundreds
of othér Englishmen, who have been
here-waiting, and not-a few of them
starving, were €arly on the spot ex-
pecting to be“taken on. Imagine our
surprise and disgust when we found
that ‘nomwe but Galicians were taken
on; even the foreman was a foreigner.

LOGS IN DANGER,

The lummbermen of the eity are cons
fronted with a very serious condition
of -affairs ‘as” a ‘result of the high
water in the river -and are in grave
danger- of losing their logs in a re-
pition of last year’s disaster. Gangs
of men are' busy mnight and day
strengthening the booms at Walter’s
Mill, the Edmonton - Lumber Com-
pany and D. R.-Fraser’s mill, in order
to prevent them from breaking and
sweeping the logs down' the river, and
there will be little sleep for ‘them: un-
til ‘the waters . subside.

As a result of the recent heavy
raing, the water in-the Saskatchewan
River has risen 11% feet above its
usual level and it is still rising. The
rain’ fall near the eity has not been
the cause of this; but the heavy rains
in the mountains, ‘which melted the
snow and eaused the small streams
which- feed the Saskatchewan to -ex-
pand ifhito turbulent, rushing torrents.

On Saturday the high water and
swift ‘eurrent washed -out some - «f
the - logs : ¢onfined in the booms by
Walter's new: mill, on the north side
of the-river. - These - were °carried
headlong down stream,; -causing: great
dangerito the booms of the Edmonteon
Lamber Company and D. R. Fraser &
Co. below, Fortunately, no damage
was.done, and as most ef the - logs
were captured further down the river
the loss will be slight. It was' an
anxious few. hours this morning,
though, and the lumbermen de not
knew the moment a larger break may
occur either in the booms at the .city
or those farther up- the river and
cause a total loss of the logs.

Just a year ago -now heavy rains in
the mountains cansed a -foot rise
of the water in the river: The booms
were broken, résulting in a loss - of
thousands of dollars for the lumber-
men. - Every effort is heing put forth
this year to -prevent a avépetition of
this disaster.

AT THE POLICE COURT.

At “thé Polide " ‘court ‘on’ *Friday
six drunks appeared before Magistrate®

disordetly eonduct, They were given
the -usual . fines.

BUFFALO HERE A YEAR.

It was a year ago this week since
the first shipment of the Pablo baf-
falo ‘herd were put into Elk Island
Lake park. Michael Pablo, the own:
er and breeder 6f the herd, cxpressed

a little dissatiefaction with nature of
the park and the fdcilities for feeding
and  mainfaining the herd, giving
them the same liberty and also the
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same care that he had been able 1o
afford on the Flathead reservation
The truth is Pablo saw the ®yor-t
side, in fact the only bad spot in tiwe
whole park and on a very backward
and unseasoniable oceagion, This
point was chosen at which to delive:
the herd, as it' was the nearest to the
railway. Last year the leaves had
hardly burst upon the trees on  the
first' day of Jume, and the grass had
aot covered the prairie with its beau-
tiful verdure. This year which
been a normal one throughout the
éntire west presents a different pic-
ture. Everywhere the trees ure at
tull foliage, and the grass is tall and

has

‘luxurious;

The Herd Doing Well,

The buffaloes have done well. They
nave endured the shock of coralling,
loading, shipping, unloading and
their tirst experience of a Canadian
winter in splendid style. ‘I'iie sinister
prognosticetions or the armchair few
who whispered ‘the bpuffaio will never
do here,” have not materialized, and
it Michael Pablo saw his shaggy pets
to-day- he would indeed be pleased
with their sleek and healthy cond:-
tion, During the year less than one
per cent, have died, which 18 a gooa
record even for range cattle, Commis-
stoner Douglass hds reported that the
herd is in exccllent condition,

The animals are not as wild as they
were when untoaded a year ago. ‘I'hen
they were excited and easily roused
by the unceremonious handling they
received.  To-day the whole lrerd ot
400 can be handied by Superintendent
Simmons, and his assistant Percy
Ashby ag easily as it was possible ot
Michael Pablo and six Mexican cow-
boys (nost of whom by the way were
Scotenmen). KFitteen bright and husky
calves seamper through the herd. I'he
mothers are very jealous of then
calves, and visitors present are unre-
nutting in their attention to both;

The Outlaws.

* There are thirty outlaws. Theseare
individuals it was impossible to take
Imto winter quarters, In fact, they
have always remained in the wooded
portion at the north end of the park,
where they found an ampie supply ot
summer and winter fodder o1 grass,
and wild vetches and peavine, which
cimg 10 the trees in heavy mauts. Two
young caives appeared with this
buncn this spring, and are as lively
and 'strong as the ones with the mamn
herd,

Last fall when the second shipment
was added to the park a pitched bat-
tle resulted in which a cow was kill-
ed., The cow was the mother of a pair
of twin calves, which were so- wild
that nothing could be done to feed or
house them. It was feared they would
die during the winter. They escaped
and lived with the outlaws. They sur-
vived the winter and are doing well,
